Case Name: Dan Henderson, et al v. John Pederson

County: Spokane

Case Summary: McGlade’s Bistro is a restaurant located in a critical aquifer area of Spokane County, and uses a septic system regulated by a county ordinance.  Henderson and other nearby property owners/occupiers (Henderson) complained to the County’s planning director (Pederson) that McGlade’s septic system is noncompliant with the ordinance.  Pending the County’s investigation, Henderson sought a writ of mandamus to compel enforcement of the ordinance against McGlade’s.  The court denied the writ and granted the County’s motion for summary judgment.  Henderson appeals.

Case Name: Mountaineer Investment, LLC v. Gary Heath, et ux

County: Spokane

Case Summary: Gary and Barbara Heath borrowed money to finance a motor home, which was ultimately repossessed and sold after they did not make payments. Mountaineer Investment, LLC sued Heaths to collect the debt deficiency that remained after the sale.  Heaths filed a counterclaim, alleging inadequate notice of sale entitled them to relief from the deficiency and statutory damages.  The court granted summary judgment in favor of Mountaineer.  Heaths appeal.

Case Name: State of Washington v. Kim Ellery Rickman, Jr.

County: Garfield
Case Summary: A Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife officer patrolling the Umatilla National Forest contacted a truck occupied by several individuals who said they were hunting.  There were two loaded shotguns in the truck.  The officer confirmed that passenger Kim Rickman was a felon with no right to possess a firearm.  Rickman was arrested and charged with unlawful possession of a firearm, giving a false statement to a law enforcement officer, and possessing a loaded firearm in a motor vehicle.  Rickman was convicted as charged after a bench trial.  He appeals.

Case Name: State of Washington v. Evan Drake Savoie


County: Grant

Case Summary: Evan Savoie was convicted in adult court of first degree murder for the death of Craig Sorger.  Savoie was age 12 and Sorger was age 13 at the time of the killing.  Savoie appeals his conviction.

Case Name: Personal Restraint Petition of Maribel Gomez 

County: Grant

Case Summary: In 2007, Maribel Gomez was convicted of homicide by abuse for the death of her two-year-old son.  She was sentenced to 320 months in prison.  Her conviction was affirmed on direct appeal.  She now seeks a new trial by personal restraint petition.

Case Name: Steven F. Schroeder v. Phillip J. Haberthur, et al

County: Stevens

Case Summary:  Steven Schroeder moved to restrain a trustee’s nonjudicial foreclosure sale on the theory the property was agricultural and must be foreclosed judicially, rather than under the Deeds of Trust Act (ch. 61.24 RCW).  Schroeder struck the motion after realizing he had waived that claim in an earlier stipulated order of dismissal.  He then moved to restrain the sale under CR 65(b) by arguing violations of the Consumer Protection Act.  The court entered an ex parte temporary restraining order, but dissolved the order upon learning the trustee had not been given five days’ notice required under the Deeds of Trust Act, RCW 61.24.130.  The trustee sold the property.  The court summarily dismissed Schroeder’s Consumer Protection Act claims and awarded fees and costs to the defendants.  Schroeder appeals. 
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
