The Child Support Order Summary Report is still required by RCW 26.18.210, RCW 26.09.173 and RCW 26.10.195.  The report is used for the four-year legislative review process.  There is currently no better mechanism for collecting child support data for purposes of determining if the application of the support schedule results in appropriate support orders.  Therefore, the report has been reintroduced to the mandatory Domestic Relations pattern forms.
