Violation and Hospitalization.  If a treatment agency or facility, or a Designated Mental Health Professional determines that Respondent is not following the terms and conditions of this order, or that substantial deterioration in Respondent’s functioning has occurred, or that substantial decompensation in Respondent’s functioning has occurred; or that Respondent poses a likelihood of serious harm, they may take action to enforce, modify, or revoke the less restrictive alternative. If revocation procedures are begun under RCW 71.05.590(4), a hearing shall be held within five days to address the allegations and determine whether this order should be modified or whether the Respondent should be returned to an evaluation and treatment facility for intensive inpatient treatment for the remainder of the treatment period. 
(Revocation proceedings under RCW 71.05.590(4) are not allowed if the current commitment is solely based on the Respondent being in need of assisted outpatient mental health treatment.  In order to obtain a court order for detention for inpatient treatment, a new petition for initial detention must be filed.)

13.	Firearms Possession Prohibited.  Respondent shall immediately surrender any concealed pistol license and Respondent may not possess a firearm unless Respondent’s right to do so is restored by a court of record.  The Notice of Ineligibility to Possess a Firearm is filed separately.

14.	Notice to Department of Corrections.  If Respondent is, or becomes, subject to supervision by the department of corrections, Respondent must notify the treatment provider and Respondent’s mental health treatment information must be shared with the department of corrections for the duration of the Respondent's incarceration and supervision, under RCW 71.05.445. Upon a petition by a person who does not have a history of one or more violent acts, the court may, for good cause, find that public safety would not be enhanced by the sharing of this information.
