Escape and Recapture.  If the Respondent escapes from the treatment facility, any Peace Officer shall apprehend, detain, and return the Respondent to this treatment facility or to the evaluation and treatment facility designated by a Designated Mental Health Professional.

Transportation.  The Respondent is remanded into the custody of __________________________ for transportation and delivery to the treatment facility.

Outpatient Treatment.  Pending trial or further order of this court, the Respondent shall continue to abide by the conditions of the less restrictive alternative treatment order / conditional release

Violation and Hospitalization.  If a treatment agency or facility, or a Designated Mental Health Professional determines that the Respondent is not following the terms and conditions of this order, or that substantial deterioration in the Respondent’s functioning has occurred, or that substantial decompensation in the Respondent’s functioning has occurred; or that the Respondent poses a likelihood of serious harm, they may take action to enforce, modify, or revoke the less restrictive alternative. If revocation procedures are begun under RCW 71.05.590(4), a hearing shall be held within 5 days to address the allegations and determine whether this order should be modified or whether the Respondent should be returned to an evaluation and treatment facility for intensive inpatient treatment for the remainder of the treatment period. 

(Revocation proceedings under RCW 71.05.590(4) are not allowed if the current commitment is solely based on the Respondent being in need of assisted outpatient mental health treatment.  In order to obtain a court order for detention for inpatient treatment, a new petition for initial detention must be filed.)
