Order Modifying/Terminating Sexual Assault Protection Order

This is the court order changing terms or conditions, or ending your existing Sexual Assault Protection Order.


Fill in the name and date of birth of the petitioner.  The petitioner is the person protected by the Sexual Assault Protection Order.  

Fill in the respondent's name and date of birth.  The respondent is the person restrained by the Sexual Assault Protection Order.

Since you filed the motion, you are the moving party. In the first line, check the correct box to tell the court that you are the respondent, the petitioner or if you filed the motion on behalf of the petitioner.  If you filed on behalf of the petitioner, write your name in the space provided.


If you asked the court to change or end your Temporary Sexual Assault Protection Order, check that box and write in the date that order was filed.


If you asked the court to change or end your Sexual Assault Protection Order, check that box and write in the date the full order was filed.


[The judge will fill out the rest of the order.]


[If the moving party prepares the order for the judge’s signature, follow these instructions:


Check the box to indicate if you want the judge to terminate (end) the order.


Check the box to indicate if you want the order continued in effect but modified (changed), and write how the order should be changed in the space provided.


Leave the check boxes about scheduling a hearing blank.  If the judge wants you to return to court for another hearing, the judge will complete those check boxes.]
Law Enforcement Data Entry

The order will be entered into a state-wide database used by law enforcement so any officer in the state knows of it.  Name the agency which has jurisdiction where you reside. 
· If the address is within city limits, name the city police.  

· If the address is outside of city limits, name the county sheriff.  
Service


This order must be personally served on the respondent so the respondent knows what restraint provisions are in place, and when and where the hearing will be held.  You may choose:

· A law enforcement agency;   (Note:  you may need to pay the service fees.) 
· A hired professional process server; 

· Another person 18 or over, who is not a party to this action. 


You will need to provide an address where the respondent can be located for service.


Check the correct box and fill in the law enforcement agency that would respond to where the other party lives, and write in the name of the other party, so the police can serve a copy of this order on the other party.  Note:  you may need to pay the service fees.


If you are making private arrangements for service of this order, check that box.


If the other party appears at the hearing and the court serves a copy of this order on the other party, check the last “Service” box.  No further service is required.


Sign the bottom of the form and write the date. 

· If you filed the motion on your own behalf, sign above the line for “Moving Party.”

· If you filed the motion on behalf of a minor, a vulnerable or other adult, sign above the line for “Moving Party Filing on Behalf of Petitioner.”
