Supports the technology needs of the judicial branch through
the Judicial Information System (JIS) by:

» Providing nine major applications which make up the
Judicial Information System (JIS) that facilitates 20 million
judicial transactions by more than 27,000 court, state,
federal and public users each month.

» Managing data for more than 30 million cases, 61.3 million
person records with case histories for more than 10.1
million well identified persons.

> Supporting 25 major data exchanges with nine different
state and federal justice partners.

» Conducting semi-annual disaster recovery tests to ensure
that JIS records and systems are protected in the event of
a disaster so that the courts can continue to function.

» Providing statistical reports and analysis through the data
warehouse to facilitate legislation and judicial needs.
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Judicial branch budget planning, revenue monitoring,
accounting, procurement and contract management, public
records and court case data access management, facility
operations, building security, and document printing and
scanning are all functions of the Management Services Division.
Services include:

> Management and distribution of nearly $112 million in state
funding to trial courts for judicial salaries; programs supporting
children in court proceedings and at-risk youth; interpreter
reimbursement; and juvenile and family court services.

» Production of judicial impact fiscal notes for legislative
proposals. More than 200 fiscal notes were produced in
2021.

» Management of financial activities and forecasts for the
AOC, the Supreme Court, the Court of Appeals, and the
Office of Civil Legal Aid, with combined annual expenditures
exceeding $150 million.

> Development of biennial and supplemental budget requests
for the judicial branch, with a total combined biennial budget
of $462 million.

> Production of more than 1.1 million pages of legal briefs
and over 480,000 pages of educational materials and over
250,000 scanned documents through the AOC Copy Center.

» Coordination of public disclosure and emergency
management activities for the AOC and other judicial branch
agencies.

> Education of approximately 26,700 lay guardians to date,
as well as certification and annual re-certification of the
more than 300 professional guardians serving about 6,400
incapacitated persons each year.
