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STOP FORMULA GRANTS FOR COURT-RELATED PROJECTS
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INTRODUCTION

The Gender and Justice Commission (Commission), under the auspices of the Board for Judicial Administration (BJA), is requesting proposals for programs/projects that courts can implement to provide increased safety and justice for victims of sexual assault, domestic violence, and stalking in 2004-2005.  

The programs/projects may be funded for up to twelve (12) months with funds from the Federal STOP (Services-Training-Officers-Prosecutors) Formula Grant, a component of the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA). 

The STOP Grant is awarded to support comprehensive and coordinated responses to sexual assault, domestic violence, and stalking crimes.  The STOP Grant recognizes that victims are best served when all systems are working together toward the common goals of supporting victims and holding offenders accountable.

Although both women and men may be victims of domestic violence, sexual assault, and stalking, women are the victims of the vast majority of these crimes.  Data on male victimization do not show that males experience comparable victimizations and injury levels, do not account for women who act in self defense, and do not measure financial control, intimidation, and isolation used by perpetrators of domestic violence against women.  

For these reasons, this application may refer to victims as women and perpetrators as men.  However, applicants who receive funds under this application must serve all victims regardless of gender.

AMOUNT OF THE GRANT AWARD

Grant funding in the amount of approximately $100,000 is available for court related program/projects. 

A minimum of two (2) and a maximum of ten projects/programs may be funded.

LOCAL MATCH

Project sites are required to provide a 33% local match for each dollar of project funds requested.  Administrative overhead may not be included as part of the local match.  One hundred (100) percent of the local match may be in-kind.  

WHO CAN APPLY

Judges and court administrators in Washington State courts and county clerks can apply.  

The BJA, Commission, or AOC are not responsible for any costs incurred for preparation of a proposal.

HOW AND WHEN TO APPLY

Project application and selection consists of a two-round process.

1. ROUND ONE

For Round One, the following are required:

2. ROUND TWO

Do not send a second round grant application unless you have been notified to do so.  

Those proposals selected for the second stage of the application process will be notified on or about January 23, 2004 and will be requested to submit additional information and attachments. 

Second round grant applications will be due by 5:00 p.m. on February 20, 2004.

For Round Two, submit the following:

Proposal Description, three-page maximum.  (See Attachment B:  Outline for the Proposal Concept and Proposal Description).

Budget Worksheet (See Attachment C)

When preparing the budget proposal, do not include administrative overhead as part of the local match.  One hundred (100) percent of the local match may be in-kind.

Required Certification Documents (See Attachment D)

The Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) was required to complete the following certifications as a condition of receiving a VAWA program grant.  In that the AOC is accountable for assurances made through these certifications, it is being requested that those courts requesting VAWA funds also complete these certifications providing for the same assurances.

Letters of Support 
Proposals must indicate that cooperative agreements have been reached with all agencies, organization, and/or individuals that would participate in or be directly affected by project/program activities.  Signed letters of support/agreement are required. 

HOW PROPOSALS ARE SELECTED

Proposals will be selected in a two-round process.  In both rounds, proposals will be rated by the Gender and Justice Commission VAWA Grant Steering Committee according to the Proposal Concept (round one) and Proposal Description (round two).  The Outline for Proposal Concept and Proposal Description are located in Attachment B.  Proposals receiving high scores on rating criteria are not guaranteed selection.  Initial ratings are used as a basis for further discussion and evaluation.  The final selection decision may be influenced by other factors, such as the Program/Project:

· has verifiable unique local needs

· is innovative and has potential for replication.

· is logically thought out and clearly presented.

·  is consistent with the court’s stated goals and purposes, and activities are appropriate to the court’s resources.

· would provide increased safety and justice for victims of sexual assault, domestic violence, and stalking and will have a positive impact on the community or the state.

PROPOSALS WILL BE REJECTED FOR THE FOLLOWING REASONS

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS:

For the duration of the project, quarterly status reports will be submitted to the Gender and Justice Commission.  Within 30 days of the completion of the project/program, a written report will be submitted.  The final report must include an evaluation of the project/program that responds to these questions:

· What was the outcome/effect of the program/project funded by the STOP grant?

· What data was collected?

· What did the data indicate about the impact of program/project?

· Was the impact of the project/program the intended one?

PROTEST PROCEDURES

Proposers whose proposals that have not been selected to receive a grant may submit a protest according to these procedures:

Those submitting a protest to the allocation of funds shall follow the procedures described herein.  Protests that do not follow these procedures shall not be considered.  This protest procedure constitutes the sole administrative remedy available under this allocation of funds.  All protests must be in writing and signed by the protesting party or an authorized agent.  The protest must state all facts and arguments on which the protesting party is relying.  All protests shall be addressed to Gloria Hemmen.

Only protests stipulating an issue of fact concerning a matter of bias, discrimination, or a conflict of interest shall be considered.

In the event a protest may affect the interest of any other applicant such applicants will be given an opportunity to submit their views and any relevant information on the protest.

Upon receipt of a protest, a protest review will be held by the AOC to review the allocation process utilized.  This is not a review of applications submitted.  The review is to ensure that all requirements were met and all applicants were treated equally and fairly.

Protests must be received by March 17, 2004.  The Administrator or her delegate will then consider all the information available to her/him and render a written decision within five (5) business days of receipt of the protest, unless additional time is required.  If additional time is required, the protesting party will be notified of the delay.

ATTACHMENT A

PROJECT GUIDELINES

The reauthorized VAWA required that no less than 5% of the total STOP Violence Against Women (STOP) allocation for each state and territory be designated for courts. 

The Gender and Justice Commission, as authorized by the Board for Judicial Administration, is soliciting applications for STOP Grant funding to implement court-based programs/projects with an objective to provide increased safety and justice for victims of sexual assault, domestic violence, and stalking.

The STOP Grant recognizes that victims are best served when all systems are working together toward the common goals of supporting victims and holding offenders accountable.  Although both women and men may be victims of domestic violence, sexual assault, and stalking, women are the victims of the vast majority of these crimes.  Data on male victimization do not show that males experience comparable victimizations and injury levels, do not account for women who act in self defense, and do not measure financial control, intimidation, and isolation used by perpetrators of domestic violence against women.  For these reasons, this application may refer to victims as women and perpetrators as men.  However, applicants who receive funds under this application must serve all victims regardless of gender.

To assist states in funding effective court programs/projects and potential subgrantees in developing such programs/projects, the Federal STOP Technical Assistance Project generated the following list of court-based activities that are fundable under STOP.  These are suggested programs/projects but are not inclusive.  The Grant Steering Committee will consider all proposals submitted:

1. Provision of training for judges, magistrates, court administrators, and other court personnel (including guardian-ad-litem and court appointed special advocates) on violence against women, pertinent laws, and ways to increase court response to diverse communities.  This could involve statewide or local training as well as sending judges and staff to out-of-region training or national conferences. 

2. Development of local or statewide protocol, policies, or standards for judicial and court response to violence against women.  This might include production and dissemination of educational/training materials, checklists, or benchguides.
3. Development of educational materials to assist victims in navigating the court process, increasing their awareness about legal options available to them, or providing information about supportive services and resources available in their communities.  These materials could include brochures, booklets, palm cards, and videos; such items may be of particular benefit to individuals who do not speak English as their primary language.

4. Creation or support for specialized court interpreter programs/projects to ensure interpreters, who are knowledgeable about violence against women and sensitive to the needs of victims, are readily available.

5. Provision of court-based advocacy to provide support, information, and resources to victims as they navigate the legal system.  For maximum assurance of victim and agency confidentiality, services can be sub-contracted to community-based advocacy organizations.

6. Improvement, expansion, or development of victim notification systems and procedures to ensure victims have access to information about charges filed against assailants, as well as the conditions on bail and probation, perpetrator location, custody status, and court dates.  This may include automated technology such as the VINE (Victim Information and Notification Everyday) system.

7. Creation of 24-hour access to emergency protection/restraining orders for battered women or improvement of existing on-call systems to reduce time and strain on victims during crisis situations.

8. Enhancing court security.  This may include increasing security personnel; purchasing equipment such as video cameras, metal detectors, or other scanning devices; or creating safe/separate waiting areas for victims to reduce potential contact with perpetrators.

9. Initiation of court monitoring or court watch programs/projects as a means of identifying, quantifying and responding to systemic problems; uneven application of the law, absence of measures to ensure physical safety of victims, lack of victim sensitivity on the part of court personnel, etc.  STOP funds may be used to support statewide or local project and may involve collaboration with other community groups and organizations.

10. Creation of specialized courts and dockets that centralize court services, provide specialized judges, consolidate, and track criminal and civil matters to facilitate case management, and emphasize the seriousness of violence against women and the dedication to the issues by the justice system.

11. Implementation of research studies, community safety audits, or fatality review projects which examine the experiences of sexual assault, domestic violence, and stalking victims through the entire legal system.  Data obtained could then be used to initiate victim-centered systems change.

12. Dissemination of safety kits to victims of stalking.  Kits could include personal alarms, cell phones, materials/equipment for documenting incidents (forms, cameras, tape recorders, etc.), safety tips, and resource lists.

13. Enhancement of offender management and tracking as a means of increasing victim safety.  Such projects may be carried out in conjunction with community corrections or probation/parole agencies.

14. Provision of increased judicial oversight for offenders.  For example, requiring frequent court appearances or “case reviews” as a condition of probation or parole.

15. Funding staff positions, equipment, and other administrative costs in support of court-based multi-disciplinary coordinating councils or task forces.

16. Development of statewide coordinating groups or networks for judges and other court personnel to promote networking and consistent response to violence against women.
