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The Port gave appellants’ a 45 day notice of eviction on November 10,
2006. The destruction of the mobile home and damage to silage by the Port of
the appellants’ personal property was all done prior to the 45 days allowed by the
Port. This action by the Port doesn’t exemplify a duty of good faith and honorable
fair dealing.

Appellants’ respectfully requests that this Court based on the disputable
facts and unfair dealing reverse the Summary Judgment and remand back to Clark
County Superior Court for further proceedings.
