Case Name:  EPIC v. CliftonLarsonAllen, LLP

County:  Yakima

Case Summary:  Enterprise and Progress in the Community (EPIC), a non-profit corporation, operated a Head Start program funded by the United States Department of Health and Human Services Administration (HHSA).  CliftonLarsonAllen LLP is an accounting firm that contracted to audit EPIC and to determine whether EPIC complied with federal grant regulations during 2006 – 2011.  In January 2012, HHSA notified EPIC that it had violated federal grant regulations in 2011.  CliftonLarsonAllen’s 2011 audit report disclosed that EPIC had improperly used grant funds in 2011 and in previous years.  EPIC paid HHSA over $303,000 and relinquished its 2013 and 2014 grants.  EPIC then sued CliftonLarsonAllen for breach of contract, professional negligence, and negligent misrepresentation.  The trial court granted CliftonLarsonAllen’s motion to dismiss the suit.  EPIC appeals

Case Name:  State of Washington v. Luis Alberto Anguiano

County:  Yakima

Case Summary:  Luis Alberto Anguiano and three other men drove to Charles Burkybile’s house to buy marijuana.  When Mr. Burkybile refused to sell to them, the men kicked the front door.  Mr. Burkybile then stuck a rifle barrel through a crack in the door.  What followed was a shoot-out between Mr. Burkybile and three of the men, including Mr. Anguiano.  One bullet passed through the door, hitting and killing Mr. Burkybile.  A jury found Mr. Anguiano guilty of first degree murder with extreme indifference, first degree assault, and other crimes that merged with the murder conviction.  His sentence, including multiple firearm enhancements, totaled 830 months of confinement.  He appeals from his judgment and sentence.

Case Name:  Brian Pellham v. Let’s Go Tubing, Inc.

County:  Chelan

Case Summary:  Brian Pellham joined a river excursion on the Yakima River.  Let’s Go Tubing, Inc. equipped the flotilla and bused the group to a launch site.  Just before boarding the bus, each participant was required to sign a release of liability form.  Mr. Pellham’s inner tube was swept under a fallen tree, injuring his head and back.  Let’s Go Tubing knew of the tree hazard but only warned a few of the participants.  Mr. Pellham sued Let’s Go Tubing for negligent failure to warn and consumer protection act violations.  Let’s Go Tubing responded with affirmative defenses that included release of liability and assumption of risk.  The trial court granted Let’s Go Tubing’s motion for summary judgment and dismissed all of Mr. Pellham’s claims.  He appeals.

Case Name:  In re the Personal Restraint of Casmer Joseph Volk

County:  Kittitas

Case Summary:  Casmer Volk was convicted of first degree rape of a child and his judgment and sentence was affirmed on appeal.  In this petition for relief from personal restraint, he alleges that his trial counsel was deficient for failing to adequately investigate the case, to consult forensic and juvenile memory experts, or to present exculpatory evidence.

Case Name:  Heidi Jo Hendrickson v. Moses Lake School District

County:  Grant

Case Summary:  Heidi Jo Hendrickson lost part of her thumb after an accident in her high school shop class.  She sued the Moses Lake School District, alleging negligence.  A jury found the school district negligent, but also found that the district’s negligence was not a proximate cause of Ms. Hendrickson’s injury.  Ms. Hendrickson appeals.  
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
