Case Name: Sarah R. Little v. Robert Randall Baker, et al

County: Spokane
Case Summary: Sarah Little sued her employer, Robert Baker and Baker Investment LLC, for sexual harassment based on a hostile work environment, assault, negligent infliction of emotional distress, and constructive discharge.  After a bench trial, the court awarded Little $25,000 in damages for sexual harassment, but rejected her other claims.  The court awarded Little one-fourth of her requested attorney fees.  Baker appeals the court’s finding of sexual harassment and its award of damages.  Little cross-appeals the court’s rejection of her assault claim, and the court’s method of determining her attorney fee award.

Case Name: State of Washington v. Wesley Oscar Kronick; State of Washington v. Scott P. Davis
          

County: Klickitat

Case Summary: Wesley Kronick and Scott Davis were each convicted of reckless driving on their motorcycles, stemming from a 12-mile chase on Highway 14 in Klickitat County.  The court sentenced each defendant to 365 days in jail with 335 days suspended, plus legal financial obligations that included a $2500 fine for Kronick and a $1000 fine for Davis.  They appeal.

Case Name: State of Washington v. David Kellogg Brewczynski

County: Spokane

Case Summary: A jury convicted David Brewczynski of aggravated first degree murder, first degree burglary, and theft of a firearm.  As a persistent offender, he was sentenced to life without the possibility of parole.  He appeals.

Case Name: Charles E. Schwartz, et ux v. Steven C. Elerding, et ux


County: Yakima

Case Summary: The Elerdings gave their minor son an unloaded shotgun.  He struck and injured the Schwartz’s son with the butt of the gun.  Schwartzes filed suit against Elerdings for negligent supervision and negligent entrustment.  The court ruled the injury was not a foreseeable result of Elerdings’ giving the shotgun to their son, and that the child had no dangerous proclivity of which they knew or should have known.  The court granted summary judgment for Elerdings.  Schwartzes appeal.
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
