Case Name:  State of Washington v. Kieth Warren Parkins

County:  Spokane

Case Summary:  Kieth Parkins was arrested after a high speed chase and charged with five counts of second degree robbery, three counts of first degree robbery, two counts of attempted second degree assault, and one count of attempting to elude a police vehicle.  These charges arose from a series of robberies of Spokane convenience stores and restaurants that took place in October 2007 by a suspect described as a white male with a beard, wearing a nylon stocking over his face, and driving an older white boxy pickup.  At trial, a detective testified that one of the State’s exhibits showed six images from six different robberies with Mr. Parkins facing the camera in each image.  Although the trial court sustained Mr. Parkins’s objection that the testimony was a comment on his guilt, it denied his motion for a mistrial.  The jury convicted Mr. Parkins of five counts of second degree robbery, two counts of first degree robbery, and attempting to elude.  He appeals.

Case Name:  Schreiner Farms, Inc. v. American Tower, Inc.

County:  Klickitat

Case Summary:  Schreiner Farms, Inc. leased a portion of its Klickitat County property to Nextel West Corporation for development of a cellular service site.  Nextel assigned the lease to a corporation that later merged with American Tower, Inc., and the lease was then subleased to another corporation.  Schreiner sued for a declaratory judgment, alleging that Nextel, American Tower, and other parties defaulted by assigning the lease, subleasing the premises, using the premises without authorization, and violating permit requirements.  The trial court granted the respondents’ motion for summary judgment, dismissing Schreiner’s claims.  Schreiner appeals; the respondents cross-appeal an earlier order that granted partial summary dismissal.

Case Name:  State of Washington v. Michael Dean Winn

County:  Yakima

Case Summary:  Michael Winn moved into his girlfriend’s home and assumed the role of stepfather to her three daughters.  Nine years later, one of the daughters told a detective that Mr. Winn had been sexually abusing her since she was seven years old.  The detective obtained court authorization to record a telephone conversation and had the victim call Mr. Winn to get him to admit to the sexual abuse.  Mr. Winn’s statements in the recorded conversation were equivocal.  The State charged him with first degree child molestation, second degree rape of a child, third degree rape of a child, second degree child molestation, and third degree child molestation.  Mr. Winn’s motion to suppress the telephone recording was denied after a hearing.  The jury found him guilty of all charges and he appeals.

Case Name:  Eddie E. Acord v. Britton K. Pettit

County:  Stevens

Case Summary:  The Acords and the Pettits owned adjacent properties in Stevens County.  In 2005, the Acords logged their property to the fence line that borders the Pettits’ property.  The Pettits disputed the property line and filed a stumpage lien, claiming title to the logs harvested in the disputed area.  The Acords then filed a complaint to quiet title to the disputed property by adverse possession.  After a bench trial, the court quieted titled to the property in the Acords and released the stumpage lien.  The Pettits appeal.

Case Name:  State of Washington v. Darrell F. Smith

County:  Grant

Case Summary:  Darrell Smith was convicted in a jury trial of first degree robbery, unlawful imprisonment, second degree assault, possession of methamphetamine, misdemeanor harassment, and second degree theft.  At trial, a video recording of a police interview of Mr. Smith was played for the jury, with portions muted.  The jury was allowed to replay the video during deliberations and unintentionally saw two minutes of footage that had not been admitted into evidence.  Mr. Smith’s motion for a new trial was denied and he appeals.

Case Name:  David Schlotfeldt v. Benton County

County:  Benton

Case Summary:  The Schlotfeldts applied for a conditional use permit to construct and operate a recreational vehicle (RV) park.  Benton County’s Board of Adjustment approved the application, but included the condition that RVs may not remain in the RV park for more than 180 days in any calendar year.  The Board’s decision was affirmed by the superior court when the Schlotfeldts filed an action under the Land Use Petition Act.  The Schlotfeldts appeal.
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
