The practice of criminal law hinges on the statutory elements of a charged offense.  Prosecutors and defense attorneys carefully craft their trial preparation around the facts of a case, and, more importantly, whether the statutory elements of a crime or affirmative defense have been met by the evidence submitted.  This class is designed to give experienced court interpreters a more in-depth understanding of the legal principles involved in statutory analysis.  By developing the skill of identifying statutory elements, an interpreter can more accurately draw out the units of meaning for interpreting purposes, as well as better understand the context in which evidence and arguments are presented at trial.  Participants will learn and practice the skill of identifying statutory elements and applying them to a hypothetical case.  Additionally, in language-specific groups, they will work on glossary-building to broaden their vocabulary on terms discussed in the class.
