Criminal
HB 2066 – Reducing Sentences - Requires the department of corrections to credit certain offenders with a reduction of one hundred twenty days in his or her release date.  Per J. Wartnik: Reducing sentences in order to generate correctional cost savings/tolling of confinement and community custody – Refer to Committee.

2SHB 1128 – Extended foster care up to age 21 – Passed the Senate.
2SHG 1153 – DNA sample collection costs – We Support – Delivered to the Governor.

EHB 1775 – Juvenile restorative justice – We Support – House refuses and asks Senate to recede from its amendment.

HB 1794 – Assault/court-related employees – We Support – Delivered to the Governor.
SSB 5097 – Juveniles with developmental disabilities – We Support - Senate concurs in House amendment, and bill signed by the President of the Senate.
