The arraignment calendars are time consuming for all concerned and to have all the arraignment language read at each
arraignment to each defendant would be very difficult for all concerned. The requirement that it be read by a particular
person is silly. The point is to make that the defendants understand why they are there. To read all the technical
language to each and every defendant individually would frustrate that purpose not enhance it. Most defendants can
understand if someone explains in common sense speech what the charge is.

To make any violation of the rules a cause for an ethical challenge to the judge is impractical and wrong. Save the ethical
violations for those few occasions where the judges really do something wrong.

Some of these proposed rules go far beyond the protections of the law and the constitution and are the result of warped
and personal ideas about whatjustlce should look like rather that what the law and the constitution require.
