COMMUNICATION WITH PERSON REPRESENTED BY A LAWYER

[13] 
A lawyer who is representing himself or herself in a matter in which he or she is personally involved (“a pro se lawyer”) is “representing a client” in the matter and so is prohibited by this rule from communicating about the subject of the representation with a person the lawyer knows to be represented by another lawyer in the matter, unless the lawyer has the consent of the other lawyer or is authorized to do so by law or a court order. In re Disciplinary Proceeding Against Haley, 156 Wn.2d 324, 333–39, 126 P.3d 1262, 1266–69 (2006). On the other hand, a lawyer who is personally involved in a matter and has retained another lawyer to represent him or her  is not “representing a client,” and is permitted to communicate directly with another person the lawyer knows to be represented in the matter without the consent of the other lawyer, provided the represented lawyer is not acting as cocounsel.  
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
