EXHIBIT D

GUIDELINES FOR DOMESTIC RELATIONS CASES

Unless otherwise stated, the court assumes the following:  
(1) That each party shall be responsible for one-half of the non-insured major medical, dental, ophthalmic and orthodontic expense incurred on behalf of the child(ren).

(2) Tax Exemptions:  If neither party’s proportional share of income (worksheets line 6) is greater than 60%, then the tax exemption is alternated every year.  If either party’s proportional share of income is between 61% and 80%, the party with the higher percentage would receive the exemption two years and the other party one year.   If either party’s proportional share of income is over 80%, the party with the higher percentage would receive the exemption every year.  These assumptions are guidelines only, and the Court reserves the authority to do equity based on individual circumstances, as well as consideration of changing federal tax regulations.

(3) That the court shall retain jurisdiction to review the issue of post-high school support for any child desiring, and having the ability to pursue vocational/technical training or a college education.  

(4) That child support is due on a date certain each month. 

(5) That the non-custodial spouse secure his/her support obligation by naming the child(ren) as primary beneficiaries in an amount sufficient to fund said child support obligation.  

(6) Alternate residential guideline for Kittitas County.

  (A) Alternate Residential Time:  The court shall from time to time adopt a schedule to be used only as a guideline in setting alternate residential times.  
1. Ages 0-6 MONTHS:  One time per week for a period of 3 hours.  Extended residential time not recommended.  

2. Ages 6 MOS. TO 1 YEAR:  Once per week for 4 hours.  Extended residential time not recommended. 

3. Ages 1 YR TO 3 YEARS:  Once per week for 8 hours, together with alternating child's birthday, Easter, July 4th, Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve, and Christmas Day. Residential time on holidays should be for a period of 8 hours.  Extended resident time not recommended.  

4. Ages 3 YRS TO 5 YEARS:  Every other weekend from Saturday morning at 9:00 a.m. until Sunday evening at 6:00 p.m.; one weekday evening from 5:30 p.m. until 7:30 p.m. every other week; alternating Easter and July 4th; alternating Thanksgiving for 2 days;  Christmas Eve and 2 days before in alternating years and Christmas Day and 2 days thereafter in alternating years; one week at age 3 and two weeks at age 4 during the summer. 

5. Ages 5 YRS & OLDER:  Every other weekend from Friday at 6:00 p.m. until Sunday at 6:00 p.m., together with contiguous holidays with residential time to begin on Thursday at 6:00 p.m. if the holiday is on a Friday and terminate on Monday if the holiday is on Monday; one weekday evening from 5:30 p.m. until 7:30 p.m. every other week; alternating Thanksgivings for a period of 4 days; one-half of the Christmas school vacation with Christmas Eve and Christmas Day in alternating years alternate spring vacations and summer residential time for a period of 30 days unless the parties agree to a shorter or longer period of time or the court finds that there are extraordinary circumstances which would extend or shorten summer residential time. 
(B) Father's/Mother's Day:  Regardless of the above routine for residential time, the mother shall have residential time of not less than 4 hours on Mother's Day; and the father shall have residential time of not less than 4 hours on Father's day. 
(C) Each parent shall be allowed to spend at least 4 hours with the child to celebrate the child's birthday and each parent's birthday, within a week of that birthday. 
(D) For weekend visitation, the residential parent shall be obligated to have the child available for one (1) hour after the scheduled starting time for visitation; if the non-residential parent does not pick up the child within one (1) hour of the scheduled visitation time, the weekend visitation shall be deemed cancelled. 
(E) The above provisions are designed to encourage each parent to maintain a loving, stable, and nurturing relationship with the child; and each parent shall encourage the parent/child relationship of the other party and make decisions regarding residential arrangements which are in the best interests of the child.  Reasonable telephonic contact with the child is usually appropriate, and should be not less than once per week by the non-primary residential parent.  
(F) The foregoing may be varied upon sufficient proof to the court.
