Use Case Name:  Search and View a Code Table

Description:  Search for and display code information in a specific table

Scope: Statewide organizational information system

Level:  User

Primary Actor(s):  Data Entry Clerk, Organizational Code Table Administrator

Stakeholders and Interests:

· Security Administrator – wants appropriate security for access types

· Organizational Code Table Administrator – wants log of who accessed data and when

Precondition: User logged on with access permissions set
Success Guarantees:  Organization knows who did what to code table and when

Minimal Guarantees:  Log steps to failure

Trigger:  User selects “View Code Information” option from Main Menu

Main Success Scenario:

1. System displays list of tables based on user’s access permissions

2. Do steps 3 through 6 until user selects “Exit”
3. User selects the table to view (Note: want the ability to type in the first few characters of the table name or code)
4. System displays the “Code Information” in the table, which will be non-editable

5. User types the first few characters of the code to view

6. System jumps to the appropriate row in the table (Note: dynamic as the characters are being typed in)
