SUBJECT:	SUMMARY OF CHANGES (SEPTEMBER 2001)



Two new session laws, Ch. 42 L. 2001 (EHB 1864) and Ch. 65 L. 2001 (SB 5348), and a new court rule, GR 22, have a significant impact on the mandatory domestic relations pattern forms.  Listed below are new forms developed to implement the legislative changes and the existing forms with modifications that implement the legislative changes.  Also included are approved recommended changes to the existing forms.

Form Number�Title��WPF DRPSCU 08.0500�Request for Child Custody Determination Registration Under UCCJEA



This form is based upon RCW 26.27.441(1) which authorizes the request for registration of foreign child custody determinations.

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0510�Motion/Declaration for Ex Parte Order Allowing Petitioner to Arrange Service (Optional Use)



Pursuant to RCW 26.27.441(2), the court is required to serve notice of the request to register a Child Custody Determination on the persons named in the request for registration.  The Motion/Declaration for Ex Parte Order Allowing Petitioner to Arrange Service is for optional use in counties that do not have a procedure for the court to accomplish the service.

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0520�Ex Parte Order Allowing Petitioner to Arrange Service (Optional Use)



This optional ex parte order may be used with the Motion/Declaration for Ex Parte Order Allowing Petitioner to Arrange Service.

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0530�Notice of Child Custody Determination Registration Under UCCJEA



This form is based upon RCW 26.27.441(3), which contains notice requirements.

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0540�Request for Hearing to Contest Registration of Child Custody Determination



This form is based upon RCW 26.27.441(4).

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0550�Order of Confirmation of Registered Child Custody Determination



This form is based upon RCW 26.27.441(5) and (6), which authorizes the court to confirm the registration by operation of law or after notice and hearing. 

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0560�Petition for Enforcement of Child Custody Determination and Issuance of Order to Show Cause Under UCCJEA



This form is based upon RCW 26.27.471(1) and (2), which authorize the petition for enforcement and list the requirements of the petition.

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0570�Order to Appear and Show Cause Re:  Enforcement of Child Custody Determination Under UCCJEA



This form is based upon RCW 26.27.471(3) and (4), which authorize the court to order the respondent to appear at a hearing with or without the child on the next judicial day after service or the next judicial day possible and list required notices to the respondent.

��WPF DRPSCU 08.0580�Order on Petition for Enforcement of Child Custody Determination Under UCCJEA



This form is based upon RCW 26.27.491 and .511, and is used after the hearing on the Petition for Enforcement of Child Custody Determination and Issuance of Order to Show Cause Under UCCJEA. 

��WPF DRPSCU 09.0200�Confidential Information Form



This form is used for a combination of mandatory data collection requirements.  This form is required pursuant to RCW 26.09.020(3), 26.21.305(3), 26.23.050(7) and 26.23.055.  It is used to collect information for data entry into the Judicial Information System pursuant to RCW 26.50.160.  It is also used to collect personal information, such as a residential address, required under the UCCJEA, RCW 26.27.281.

This form supplements the Confidential Information Form by providing spaces to list additional parties and additional children.

This motion is based upon GR 22(g)(3), which allows any person motion the court for access to restricted information.
