You may also file other written proof that supports your side.  Oral testimony may not be allowed at the hearing.  
If you want the court to consider your side, you must follow all these steps:
· File your Declaration and any supporting papers with this court.
· Give a copy of your papers to the judge/commissioner (if required by your county’s Local Court Rules). 
· Have a copy of your papers served on the other parties in this case or their lawyers.
· Go to the hearing.
Deadline!  Your papers must be filed and served before the hearing or by your county’s deadline, whichever is earlier.  Look in the state and local Court Rules for your deadline.  Court Rules and forms are online at www.courts.wa.gov.
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
