A Juvenile accused of committing a criminal offense or violation who is diverted by the prosecuting attorney may be eligible for counsel and release provided the Diversion Unit determines that (1) the juvenile’s act(s) or omission(s) involved no victim, or (2) the juvenile has no prior criminal history and the alleged offense did not involve threat of or instance of actual physical harm and did not involve more than $50 in property loss or damage and the person or firm suffering damage or loss does not claim unpaid restitution.

I am eligible for counsel and release and I understand:

1.
If this is my first diversion, then upon its successful completion, the records in this case will be automatically destroyed within 90 days of becoming eligible for destruction.  Records in this case become eligible for destruction when all five of the following conditions exist:  (a) my criminal history includes only this Counsel and Release; (b) I am 18 years or older; (c) at least two years have passed since completion of this Counsel and Release; (d) I have paid all restitution in full; and, (e) there are no criminal proceedings pending against me.  

2.
If my criminal history includes only referrals for diversions, and all have been successfully completed and no criminal proceeding is pending against me, then, when I am at least 23 years old, I can ask the court for an order destroying my diversion records.  

3.
Regardless of whether I qualify to have my diversion records destroyed, I can always file a motion asking the court to seal my records in accordance with the law at the time I make the motion.

4.
Additional charges or violations may result in this current offense or violation, plus any future        offenses or violations becoming part of my criminal history.
5.
If I am charged with another criminal offense or violation, my criminal history can be used against me, and I may be given a severe sentence.

I fully understand the above and agree to a Counsel and Release for the offense or violation of which I am accused.  I have been advised that I may talk to an attorney about this charge and may see an attorney if I choose.  I know the attorney could look at the police reports, help me understand my rights and help me decide whether I should sign this Counsel and Release.  I waive my right to an attorney.
