Firearm Prohibition:  As a result of the adjudication of guilt as to a felony or one or more of the following crimes committed by one family household member against another: Fourth Degree Assault,  Coercion, Stalking, Reckless Endangerment, Criminal Trespass in the First Degree,  Violation of the provisions of a Protection Order or No-Contact Order restraining the person or excluding the person from a residence, respondent shall not use or possess a firearm, and under federal law any firearm or ammunition, until his or her right to do so is restored by the court in which respondent is adjudicated or the superior court in Washington State where the respondent lives, and by a federal court if required.  The court clerk is directed to immediately forward a copy of the respondent’s driver’s license or identicard, or comparable information, along with the date of conviction, to the Department of Licensing.
