Order for Service of Summons by Mail 
(ORRSR)



Basis
The court considered the petitioner’s motion and declaration and finds that: 1) the petitioner made good faith efforts to personally serve the respondent; 2) those efforts were unsuccessful; 3) the petitioner is unable to afford the cost of service by publication, and 4) service by mail is as likely to provide actual notice as service by publication.
Order
The court orders:
1.  A person 18 years of age or over and competent to be a witness but not the petitioner shall serve the respondent by mail with the following documents:
