
Return of Service

This document tells the judge that the other party was given a copy of your petition or motion and a copy of your order, or that an attempt was made to give the other party the documents.  Complete a separate Return of Service for each person you arranged to be given a copy of your documents.  This document must be in the court file at your hearing so you can get your order.  
Print Clearly!


Fill in the name of the petitioner. 

· If you are the protected person fill in your name.  

· If the protected person is a minor, vulnerable adult or other adult who, because of age, disability, health or inaccessibility, cannot file the petition (other adult), fill in that person’s name. 

· Put the petitioner’s date of birth where it says "DOB."


Fill in the respondent's name.  The respondent is the person to be restrained.

The rest of this form will be filled out by the person who serves the papers on the other party.  Generally, this will be the police or the sheriff.


If you have someone other than the police or sheriff serve these papers, make two copies of this Return of Service form.

Keep one copy for yourself.

Send one copy to the law enforcement agency where you live.  This will be the law enforcement agency that would respond if you called 911.

Take or send the original of this form to the county clerk where you filed your petition or motion before the hearing or bring the original to the hearing.
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
