Petition for Renewal of Sexual Assault Protection Order and Notice of Hearing

This document asks the court to renew a sexual assault protection order that will expire within the next 3 months.

Print Clearly!


Fill in the name of the petitioner. 

· If you are the protected person fill in your name.  

· If the protected person is a minor, vulnerable adult or other adult who, because of age, disability, health or inaccessibility, cannot file the petition (other adult), fill in that person’s name. 

· Put the petitioner’s date of birth where it says "DOB".  


Fill in the respondent's name and date of birth.  If you do not know the respondent's date of birth, put in the respondent's age.


In Question 1., fill in the date the Sexual Assault Protection Order was filed.  Fill in the date the Sexual Assault Protection Order is due to expire.


In Question 2., explain to the court why you want to renew the Sexual Assault Protection Order.  Give as much specific information as you can about why you would like the order to remain in effect.  No additional contact by the respondent since the initial order was issued is required. If there has been no change in circumstances, describe this in your petition for renewal.

In Question 3., check the restraint provisions that you want the court to renew.


Put today's date in the date line and fill in the city where you are completing this form.  Sign the form above the line for “Signature of Petitioner.”

Do not Fill Out the Rest of the Form.

Note: the Petition for Renewal of Sexual Assault Protection Order and Notice of Hearing must be served on the other party, and a Return of Service, WPF SA 4.020, must be filed with the court clerk at or before the hearing.


If the court grants the renewal after a hearing, you will need to prepare a new Sexual Assault Protection Order (form WPF SA 3.015). Use instruction SAi 3.015 to prepare the new Sexual Assault Protection Order.
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
