
Motion to Modify/Terminate Sexual Assault Protection Order

This document can be used by the petitioner or the respondent to ask the court to change terms or conditions, or to end the existing temporary or full sexual assault protection order.
Print Clearly!


Fill in the name of the petitioner. 

· If you are the protected person fill in your name.  

· If the protected person is a minor, vulnerable adult or other adult who, because of age, disability, health or inaccessibility, cannot file the petition (other adult), fill in that person’s name. 


Fill in the respondent's name.  The respondent is the person restrained by the sexual assault protection order.


In the first paragraph, check the correct box to tell the court if you are the petitioner or the respondent.  

Then, check the correct box to ask the court to modify (change) or terminate (end) the terms and conditions of your order.


If you want the court to change or end your Temporary Sexual Assault Protection Order, check that box and write in the date that order was filed.

If you want the court to change or end your Sexual Assault Protection Order, check that box and write in the date the full order was filed.


In the first section of blank lines, tell the court why you want your order changed or ended.

In the second section of blank lines tell the court how you want your order changed.  Be as specific as you can.


Put today's date in the date line and fill in the city where you are completing this form.  Sign the form above the line for “Signature of Moving Party.”  Since this is your motion, you are the moving party.  Print or type your name to the right of your signature.
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
