Review/Approve August Joint Meeting Minutes 


The minutes were approved as written.

Project Status

· Resources

Two individuals have been hired and have begun working on the project.  A third individual will begin January 16.

· Release 1.0 Person Consolidation

Completed

· Release 1.1 Warranty Clean-up

The Marks and Scars and JIS/JUVIS data reconciliation was completed in September.  The Person (PER) screen fixes are still under development and will be release as soon as available.

· Release 2.0 Productivity Enhancements

Acceptance testing will be performed today.  Pre-production access for release 2 will made available to all court staff using the Development Training environment (approximately mid-November).  This release is scheduled for January 20th 2001.

· Release 2.5 Person Data Download

The Person Data Download will provide the capability to get all juvenile and related data identified in the Person Data Survey.  The original plan to download data for all juveniles is unrealistic for most counties due to data storage capacity limitations.  The design is being revised to allow for the download of all juveniles related to a county.  The person data repository will be an enhanced version of the data warehouse used by CLJ Courts.   This release is scheduled for March 2001.

· Release 3 Other Person Data

Release 3 will include the conversion of school codes, probation officer and unit, and social file.  A report example containing juveniles with school districts (approximately 10,000 juveniles) was reviewed.  After reviewing the report, it was agreed that it should be modified to list only juveniles that are 20 years of age or younger.  The revised report will be sent to all juvenile departs with cleanup instructions.  The target date for school data cleanup is December of 2000.  Schools data that is not corrected will not be converted in JIS and will be blanked out during the conversion.  The conversion is scheduled for June 2001.

· Release 4 Referral and Detention

Charlene met with representatives from King County to give a high level overview of JCI and report on its status.  She reported the meeting was successful.

· Electronic Judgment and Sentence

Charlene met with representatives from the County Clerk's Association.  They will soon identify other individuals who need to be included in the discussions.

· Approval of priority lists

Probation - Attachment 1 -The Committee and Workgroup agreed the list was acceptable as it was listed.

Referral and Detention - Attachment 2 - The Committee and Workgroup agreed the list was acceptable as it was listed with the following changes:

1) Need BRIO update for release 3.

2) Charlene discussed the creation of report formats.  The Committee and Workgroup agreed that staff should use what they now have to begin producing reports.

3) Add MHJDAT report (Mental Health Juvenile Detention Admission Tool) which was to be added to the bottom of list. 

Note from Charlene: After reviewing the information sent by Marie, this looks like an assessment tool, not a report.  Which list should this report be included, Referral and Detention or Probation (as part of the other assessments)?

JISAC Request review

· Approval needed:  145921 - JUVIS disposition code to track CRC Hold

Discussion: A request for a JUVIS disposition code to track CRC Holds was considered.  Charlene noted that at conversion, this would probably go under the miscellaneous with a referral reason unless they decided it was a new referral type category.  It was agreed to add CRC to the existing 500 series and create a new referral reason code for the CRC hold.  During conversion, this will be converted to a dependency referral type.

Update: When going through the process to add new referral reasons, it was discovered that the codes were already added.  The referral reasons are in the 900-904 series of values.  

Moving forward without committee approval:

147263 - New referral code for Voyeurism

148526 - Weapons Offenses on JVR250

Discussion: 

Charlene explained that changes in legislation would not need committee approval.  The group asked if they should alert OAC of changes.  After a brief group discussion, Mel stated that the courts should track the legislative changes in case OAC misses something.  The Committee and Workgroup agreed that OAC should add legislatively mandated changes immediately after each session without approval of committee.  Changes s for Voyeurism (new referral reason and procedure) and Weapons (changes to the school report) are being worked on. 
· In process :  147400 - JUVIS code for 3rd Party Custody

· Top 25 data items 

The JISAC has mandated that each subcommittee identify approximately 25 critical data elements to ensure data quality.  These elements should be selected using the guidelines listed below:

a) Data elements that affect legal liability of the court.

b) Data elements that affect the legal status of persons or organizations.

c) Data elements that affect the ability to efficiently carry out the court mission.

d) Data elements that affect a critical non-court public mission.

Once these data elements have been identified the subcommittees should set completeness and accuracy standards for each element.  The JCI workgroup will recommend the top 25 data elements and forward them to the committee for review and approval.

Termination of Parental Rights Best Practice

The need to see terminations by all juvenile departments was discussed.  A recommendation was distributed (Attachment 3).  The Committee and Workgroup agreed with the recommendation with the following amendments.

(1)  Change 'a juvenile department' to 'any juvenile department' in both recommendations.

(2)  Use current security for case type 7.

Access to juvenile records

a. What level of restrictions does RCW 13.50 place on statewide access between juvenile courts to juvenile record contents, including social and probation records?   Do the RCW 13.50 restrictions to access extend to the very existence of some cases and/or referrals?

WG 9/26/00 RESPONSE:  OAC will get legal opinion about whether care agencies are included.  Carol will forward legal opinion from Spokane.  Research clarifying legislation for CLJ probation. Mike will write JISAC request to change 13.50.10  or will handle this with the JCAs and juvenile court judges.  The changes to 13.50.10 should not be linked to the changes for truancy request.  The change being requested is a better definition of "criminal justice and care agencies".  The group feels CLJ probation is included in the definition of care agencies. 

OAC Feedback 10/31/2000:  A Memorandum from the OAC legal staff addressing two questions to issues that were raised by the group was distributed during the meeting (see attachment 4 for the full opinion.)   Question 1 follows while the answer to question 2 is included with JCI Issue32.

"Can CLJ probation departments be given access to JUVIS juvenile offender records under the provision of chapter 13.50?"

Legal answer from the memorandum:  "Although there is certainly room for argument to the contrary, I believe that CLJ probation departments can have access to appropriate JUVIS data in appropriate cases."

Committee and Work Group Feedback 10/31/2000: The Committee and Workgroup agreed they would like to pursue the ability to grant access to CLJ probation officers with a begin and end date.  This access would be limited to juveniles under their supervision and to offender matters only.  The information is also limited to offense information only (Grant access to Criminal Case History, Form 6, if they are assigned (active) supervision).  If social file information is needed, they will contact the juvenile court administrator and they will determine what information in the social (paper) file will be given to the PO.

b. Is there a requirement to grant access privilege to another juvenile department and/or justice care agency for viewing a single juvenile’s social file?  If there is, under what conditions would such access be granted?

All Feedback 10/31/2000:  See comments in item (a) above.
c. JRA Access
JRA does not currently have WSP-certified law enforcement agency status.  JRA currently is authorized to access JIS via JIS Link security level 1 (public access), and has unrestricted read-only access to JUVIS and  JUVIS Detention.  It is preferred that JRA access to adult records continues to be restricted and that access to juvenile records continue to be unrestricted read-only (See 12/17/98 e-mail from Janet McLane). What changes are required to JIS & JIS Link to make this possible?

d. SGC Access
SGC does not currently have  WSP-certified law enforcement agency status.  SGC currently is authorized to access JIS via JIS Link security level 1 (public access), and has unrestricted read-only access to JUVIS (not JUVIS Detention).  It is preferred that JRA access to adult records continues to be restricted and that access to non-detention juvenile records continue to be unrestricted read-only (See 12/17/98 e-mail from Janet McLane). What changes are required to JIS & JIS Link to make this possible?

What is the authority for performing interstate courtesy probation supervision?

It is a JCI requirement to support interstate courtesy supervision for adults and juveniles as a matter of public safety, but statutory authority is unclear, especially for juvenile court probation units.  (In these instances, the system requirement is to create a probation case/referral without the existence of a legal case).   Is there legal authority to support out-of-state courtesy supervision for juveniles?

OAC Feedback 10/31/2000: A Memorandum from the OAC legal staff addressing two questions to issues that were raised by the group was distributed during the meeting (see attachment 4 for the full opinion.)   Question 2 follows while the answer to question 1 is included with JCI Issue 7.

" Will there be occasions when probation officers in Washington State will be authorized to supervise a juvenile who was adjudicated in another state and there is no pre-existing Juvenile case number for that offense".


Legal answer from the memorandum:  This authority does exist.  Washington has entered into an "Interstate Compact on Juveniles", which is recorded in RCW 13.24.010.  Article VII of that compact authorizes the supervision in this state of who were adjudicated in another state.  Because the adjudication was in another state, this would likely mean that there would be no pre-existing juvenile case number for that offense.  The case/referral would have to be added to the system before supervision is rendered.

Committee and Work Group Feedback 10/31/2000: Committee and workgroup agreed.

Committee and Work Group Feedback 10/31/2000: Email notification would be a better way to notify probation official about the existence of a new a case or referral.  No online access will be provided to probation officials for displaying Juvenile referral/case history.

05/24/00: Rena assigned to research options for termination
07/27/00: Rena did some research on this issue and could not find an easy method for communication the termination to other court levels because this is open a liability question.

a) Should relinquishments be considered with this task?

b) How should relationships be changed on FRH when the parents rights have been terminated or relinquished.  What process should be used to terminate or relinquish a relationship

Discussion: The possible use of FRC to terminate/relinquish relationships when an order of termination/relinquish is filed is a possible alternative.  This option introduces an issue because if FRH were accessed, restricted case information would be shown.  This alternative would also need a supporting comment that the biological parents were terminated/relinquished and that someone else (i.e. new parent or DSHS) should be replaced.  Another alternative would be to create an ALERT that says parents are blank on purpose please check comments.  

Rena suggested that this issue go to the Data Dissemination Committee because this issue is bigger than the JCI workgroup.

OAC Feedback 11/20/2000:  JISAC Client Request was written using the approved issue paper.  This Client Request will be presented to the other sub-committees for approval.   See attachment 3 for details of the Issue Paper.

Problem:  JIS user access to confidential information on the JIS person data base with regard to parents whose parental rights have been terminated by the court.

Background:  For termination of a parent-child relationship proceedings under Chapter 13.34 RCW and relinquishment and termination of a parent-child relationship proceedings under Chapter 26.33 RCW, when initially entered into the JIS person data base, uniquely identified parents are linked to a child through the appropriate relationship code (i.e., par, chd).  If the court approves the petition, the parent-child relationship no longer exists and the originally entered family relationship is no longer accurate.

Issue:  Confidentiality of Records

Records relating to termination proceedings under Chapter 13.34 RCW are governed by RCW 13.50.100. This provides for release of information retained by any juvenile justice or cares agency to other participants in the juvenile justice or care system when

 "an investigation or case involving the juvenile in question is being pursued by the other participant or when that other participant is assigned the responsibility of supervising the juvenile." .

Records relating to relinquishment and termination proceedings under Chapter 26.33 RCW are governed by RCW 26.33.330. This states that 

"all records of any proceeding under this chapter shall be sealed and not be thereafter open to inspection by any person except upon order of the court for good cause shown, or by using the procedure described in RCW 26.33.343." (i.e., search for birth parent or adopted child - confidential intermediary).

Pursuant to these statutes, there does not appear to be authorization for courts of limited jurisdiction access to information identifying the legal status of a parent-child relationship.  Additionally, while juvenile departments may have statutory authorization for conditional access to records created under Chapter 13.34 RCW, there is no similar authorization for access to records of relinquishment or termination cases under Chapter 26.33 RCW.

Analysis:

A simple solution to this problem, is to change the relationship code from "par" to one reflecting that the parent-child relationship has been terminated (i.e., ter) and have this code change automatically update the relationship codes on any pre-existing case.  However, this in effect changes the code from one reflecting a family relationship to one reflecting a legal status that, according to statute, is confidential.  Unless the termination proceeding and any pre-existing case are both Title 13 RCW actions, the updating breaches this confidentiality.

Recommendation:

Create a family relationship code “TER” indicating that parental rights have been terminated.  This code should be programmed such that the family relationship history screen: 

1)
Does not show a parent/child relationship when accessed by any entity with the exception of any juvenile department or the county clerk of the county where the termination action took place

2) Shows the “TER” code when accessed by any juvenile department or the county clerk of the county where the termination action took place.

3) Use the current security for case type 7 for determining who has access to the 'TER' code for county clerks and CLJ staff.
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
