1. APPROVE OCTOBER 21, 2003 MEETING MINUTES




The committee approved the October 21 minutes with the following correction:
· Change ‘Carol Higgins’ on page one to Carol Hurlburt.

2. REVIEW PROJECT STATUS







a. Ongoing Acceptance Testing
Two of the seven untested items from the Referral module have now been conditionally accepted by Acceptance Testers.  Two reports were tested: Warrants Issued on Court Order and Warrants Authorized.  Acceptance was conditioned on correction of one problem in the reports (6329) and one change to the Referral Update and Detention Update screens (6333 & 6344).
b. JUVIS to JCS Codes Mapping
Judy and Carol reported that the Codes Group made significant progress at their meetings on October 22-23, and that the group is meeting again on November 19.  The goal is to complete work on Referral codes on November 19, but another meeting may be needed.  Alan noted that Detention codes would be easier and faster since the Detention module is not implementing a new status model like the Referral module.
c. Pre-Acceptance Review of JCS Detention

Given the schedule for delivery and warranty testing of the Detention module, today’s review of Detention functionality with the committee will be the only review before Acceptance Testing.   Otherwise, production release dates will be impacted.  Alan asked whether this acceptable, and the committee response was ‘Yes’.
d. Detention Development

Delivery by the contractor is scheduled for December 5.  AOC will begin 25 days of testing on December 8, which will be completed by January 16.  User acceptance is tentatively scheduled for the week of January 20 at AOC.  

e. Risk Assessment


Alan and Allyson attended Assessment.com’s train-the-trainer event in Everett on November 10.  Training will be ongoing through November 24.  The Assessment.com system will be available for use by all courts by November 24; some courts won’t train their staff until December or January.  Local data will be converted shortly training and implementation for each court.  


Alan will be advertising two new positions in November and anticipates interviews by the beginning of January, and hiring by the end of January to support the development work needed to complete the JCS risk assessment modifications approved by the committee.  JCS Risk Assessment implementation is projected on or prior to the expiration of the Assessments.com contract, or approximately November, 2004.

f. Probation


While the project has not been formally launched, Alan met with SMC to compare and align requirements between AOC and SMC.  He foresees no issues with SMC requirements at this time.

g. Schedule

Judy asked when work will begin on Probation and when the JCS Referral & Detention modules will be implemented in juvenile departments.  Alan would not commit to a schedule beyond that stated in item 2d, for the following reasons.  

Alan stated that the underlying Magic software version needs to be upgraded prior to any implementation JCS in juvenile departments.  Alan is exploring the impact of how and when the upgrade will occur.   Depending on the results of Detention Acceptance Testing, the completion of changes required from Referral Acceptance Testing, and the time it will take to test the application following the Magic upgrade, Alan may have an implementation estimate at the next committee meeting.
This upgrade to Magic version 9.4 is also a prerequisite for Probation development.  The upgraded version will be more compliant with Java standards and the Enterprise Architecture plan for the migration of all JIS applications; it will position JCS to be usable by other applications and provides the ability to more easily use other system’s components.  
Alan noted that in accordance with AOC’s new software development method, multiple and smaller iterations of Probation will be released.  In addition, the committee can expect a change in the way users participate in development of the Probation Module.  There will be less participation by larger groups like the committee and more participation by a few designated individuals who are business area experts and responsible to their respective associations.  The current committee structure is likely to behave in more of an oversight role.

Eric provided a brief overview of JCS searching, person and referral functions.

4. RESOLVE JCS REFERRAL ISSUES





a. Referral History & Offender History Report and Screen Designs: Complete October 21 Review and Issue Resolution

Les reviewed several general formats for these reports (see Attachment 1, Referral and Offender History Formats).
Do you need to see on the History forms, conditions for each reason or charge count?    
Committee Response:  Following discussion of alternatives, the committee decided to have all conditions listed under the associated disposition with a number reference back to the charge count or referral reason.  All charges or referral reasons are numbered and this number is displayed with the condition to which the charge/reason is linked.

There was some discussion regarding condition dollar amounts and how they are updated.  Eric recommended that dollar amounts not be changed on Conditions screen; use JIS accounting instead.  

The following modifications to the formats were identified:

Formats 1, 2, 3, 5:  Number referral reasons or charges and associate with conditions.  For Referral formats, change File Date to Referral Date, Result Status to Reason Status, and Result Date to Reason Date.

Format 4:  The Committee asked if review hearings print on the reports.  Eric responded that they don’t; courts would need to enter a Review Order (disposition type) with conditions. 
Do juvenile departments need to see dependency modifiers?   

Committee Response:  Yes; position below Ref; duplicate Format 1 reason data format (minus Cat): Reason Date, Reason, Reason Status, Reason Status Date.

Format 5:  
Change Result to Finding/Judgment and add Fnd/Jdg Date.   Change Issue Date to Violation Date; change Issue to Violation; change Condition Date to Imposed Date.

Les reviewed a sample Referral History Report mockup (see Attachment 2, Sample Referral and Offender History Reports).  The following modifications were identified:
1. Left-align Alerts

2. Move Race under Ethnicity
3. Left-justify right-hand column headers

4. Bold field headers in Identifying Information section
5. Move Alerts line to Youth Status

6. Add Relationship header after Responsible Person
7. Add all phone numbers with types for responsible persons

8. Add home and work phone headers and data for juvenile

9. Print multiple PO’s for requesting jurisdiction if they exist

10. Expand Jurisdiction code under Next Scheduled Proceeding/ Appointment
11. Underline section headers

There was discussion about at what point a referral would appear in the DIVERSION section.  Once a referral is referred to diversion, it will be in this section.

NON-OFFENDER REFERRAL/CASE HISTORY – AS an option, Juvenile departments can enter Emancipation referrals as JM (Juvenile Miscellaneous) referrals and they will appear in this section.  Emancipation cases are civil actions (SCOMIS case type 2), have participants with no identifying data, and do not auto-create referrals so these items can’t display in JCS or on JCS reports.  [Post-Committee Meeting Note:  At the 11/19 Codes Subcommittee meeting, JM was removed as a valid Referral Type.  Procedures previously identified that used this referral type will be revised to use the Administrative Procedures (formerly Administrative Hold) referral types (AO and AN for Offender and Non-Offender).  Using JCS, an Emancipation Referral will be an AN Referral type.]  The project has converted the JUVIS referral reason 01890, (13.64.010, Petition – Emancipation) in the juvenile law table to support this action.

Create new section titled “OFFENDER – OUT OF STATE” to appear following the “CRIMINAL HISTORY” section on both the Referral History and Offender History reports for reporting out-of-state juvenile offender referrals.  Criteria for appearing in this section will be the occurrence of a referral with an “other state” referring organization.


Eric stated that even once the format is approved, cosmetics can still be changed later.
b. Integration: The Big Picture

Integration is about entering data once and reusing it many times.  JCS implements this standard by allowing data entry by juvenile departments of referral and detention information where the department is the primary source or starting point, and by displaying person and case information related to juvenile referrals that have previously been entered in the following systems:

1) JIS Web Calendaring

2) Judicial Information System

3) Superior Court Case Management System (SCOMIS)

Attachment 3, Integration: The BIG Picture illustrates what data is coming from these systems, where it is displayed in those systems, and where and how it is displayed in JCS. 
c. Issue # 258: Achieving Confidence for Acting on Critical, Shared Juvenile Case Information


Background: 

The JISC direction is for courts to create data once and to reuse it many times by making that information available for sharing and action by other courts and agencies.  The JCI project has followed this direction in the development of JCS by using data that is created using other court applications, including CAPS, SCOMIS and JIS, by other court organizations, including the Limited Jurisdiction Court Administrator, Superior Court Administrator, and County Clerk staffs.  (See the JCS Integration Map.doc)  The importance of timely data entry standards for critical data is implicit in the JISC direction if court organizations, like Juvenile Departments are to act on this shared data.  However, statewide standards for timely data entry of information into JIS applications have not been established although local standards do exist in some jurisdictions.  

Issue:
The lack of statewide standards for timely data entry creates a confidence problem for Juvenile Departments regarding what critical information can be successfully shared.  Successful data sharing relies on an agreed and understood timely data entry standard.  Without an accepted standard for timely data entry, Juvenile Departments have no confidence in being able to successfully fulfill mandates to act on shared data, particularly for the following shared data created in SCOMIS:

1.      Decisions (orders, judgments etc.)

2.      Warrants (ordered, issued, served etc.)

Discussion:
What are the most critical case data for which statewide standards for timely data entry would assure confidence and reliability for action by Juvenile Departments?  What recommendations can the committee make to the JISAC Superior Court Subcommittee for establishing statewide standards for the timely entry of critical data in JIS applications?
Best Practices Committee owns standard regarding timeliness of data entry.  Alan proposed discussing issue and defining a committee recommendation about what is the most critical data and a timely data entry standard to recommend to JISAC, Best Practices, and SC Subcommittee.  If this can’t be resolved, integration will fail.  Bruce noted that he learned this was not an issue for his county.  Rena stated that most clerks enter data within two days (including Clark, Cowlitz, King, Snohomish, Skamania) and if not, prioritize those items that must be entered, e.g. protection orders, warrants, dispositions.  There will be delays at times (court days).  Larry noted that reliability of the info in the system is an issue.  Rena said that there are problems with some courts using docket codes for warrants that don’t indicate warrant status.  Bruce – once local practices are learned, may need to alert clerk for procedural changes.  Sharon –prefers not to impose a standard on clerks.  Rena reiterated that most clerks’ offices enter data within 48 hours, but that smaller counties may have trouble meeting that all the time.  Bruce stated that JCAs need to work with clerks about integration.  We need a caucus to develop a plan for education for all juvenile departments and the issues.  Bruce doesn’t think we need to define standards, just local develop relationships between clerks and JCAs.  Clerk needs to be aware the importance of their data entry to juvenile departments, and juvenile department need to be aware of where the data comes from.  Rena was concerned that SCOMIS doesn’t handle warrants correctly.  Bruce – we need to affirm integration and communicate with clerks to ensure data accuracy.  Rena – need to make sure that correct document titles are entered.  Ernie – communication about integration may need to be with site coordinators rather than JCAs and then site coordinator communicate with clerks.  Rena suggested sending letter with names of committee members to contact
Committee Decision (11/18/2003): 







In light of the information that County Clerks enter Court Decisions (orders, judgments, etc) and Warrants (ordered, issued, served, etc) within 1-3 days, with 2 days being the average, and with 2 days being acceptable to juvenile departments the committee agreed that: 
1) Integration in JCS is affirmed and that affirmation means:

a. Data will come from one place when data dependencies do not exist.

· SCOMIS Warrant information will be used in JCS; warrant data entry will not be duplicated in JCS.JCS will support and enforce single source data unless such support breaks a business process.

b. JCS won’t duplicate data entry unless business process is broken; 
· Any court decision that needs to have conditions attached will be entered by the juvenile departments and not rely on the clerks’ docket entries (e.g., orders of disposition).  

2) Interference caused by untimely data entry practices is a local problem that should be handled locally.
3) Establishing any sort of statewide "standard" is an unnecessary step.  
4) The JCI committee chair will encourage all JCAs to contact their respective County Clerks about the business needs of both Clerks Offices & Juvenile Courts regarding timelines for entering information that is important to Juvenile Court operations, particularly Court Decisions (orders, judgments, etc) and Warrants (ordered, issued, served, etc). 
5) Alan will inform the Best Practices Committee staff of this discussion and its results.  
d. Issue Number 257:  Out-of-State Conviction Referral Type
Courts create a referral for an out-of-state conviction and link it to a like-law in the law table so that the conviction is included in the sentence calculation.  However, there is no associated juvenile offender legal case.  This kind of referral needs to display in the JCS Offender & Referral History and be factored into the sentence calculation.  Is a new Referral Type required?


Committee Response:  Add new section to Offender and Referral History for offender referrals entitled Offender – Out of State after the Criminal History section.  A referral will display/print in this section as a JO referral type if the referral agency is another state.  JCI team will add States to the system as organizations.  Because this is an exceptional business practice, these referrals will not automatically count as criminal history.  For Referral and Offender History Reports, this section will not print if no qualifying referrals exist.    
5. JCS DETENTION ON-LINE OVERVIEW






Eric provided a brief overview of JCS Detention screens and functions.  
Committee Response:  A property report is needed so that juveniles can sign it when property is surrendered.  
Action:  Eric will check existing JTS reports for a property report.  

6. RESOLVE JCS DETENTION DESIGN ISSUES





a. Issue 244: JCS Incident Functionality & Availability
Eric briefly demonstrated the JCS Incident screens.  
Issue: The JTS detention incident reporting screens were converted to JCS in a fashion that is overly complex and does not seem to be functional.  
Is incident reporting required for Day One?  
AOC Recommendation 10/07/2003: Do not use the JCS Detention Incident Function.

Committee Response:  There are too many screens for detention staff to navigate.   It needs to be done right, so if changing it will impact the implementation dates, it can be an enhancement after pilot implementation.  
Action:  Review other court’s incident reporting.  Judy will send screen copies of JTS incident screens to AOC.  
Judy asked whether or not their current detention forms will be converted.  Eric responded that the decision had been made not to support the current detention forms.

New Issue 259:  Detention forms need to be supported.
b. Issue 243: What jurisdiction (county) should a referral have that is created based on a detention episode? An automatic referral will get created when a juvenile is booked into detention on a new event.  The referral created will need the jurisdiction county.
AOC Recommendation 10/07/2003: The jurisdiction county can be set to the county associated with the detention facililty for single jurisdiction juvenile departments.  The jurisdiction will need to be entered by the user for a Multi-jurisdictional juvenile department.

Committee Decision 11/18/2003: Recommendation is not accepted.  The jurisdiction should default to the county associated with the detention facility and the system should allow an option to change the jurisdiction.  Example: Cowlitz does detention work for three other counties.
c. New Issue 260: Availability of JCS Support for the Mental Health Juvenile Detention Admission Tool (MH-JDAT) 
Eric stated that this was originally going to be supported as part of the JCS Risk Assessment release.  Now that Risk Assessment has been delayed, even modifications to the Detention module’s Medical Intake function would provide only minimal support of this assessment tool.  Is this desirable for Day One?  
Committee Response:  No.  Rolling this into the Risk Acceptance module with its timelines is acceptable.
Is MH-JDAT statewide?  
Committee Response:  Yes.  
Has it been modified since 2000 or is it in any way different from the version distributed during this meeting?  
Action:  Need to verify.  Ernie will check.
