The ‘Subject’ data element has two attributes used by AOC.

sourceText:


‘AOC’ is returned in this attribute to identify AOC as the data provider.

commentText:


Informational and error messages are returned in this attribute.

The rest of the data elements are described below. Due to the way in which charges are handled by superior courts and CLJs, some of the information returned for specific data elements may be formatted differently.  Following are descriptions of the returned elements categorized by court.
Superior Court
Charge Identification Number:
The charge identification number is composed of multiple pieces; each piece separated by a ‘-‘.  It is created from:

· the court identifier; 

· the filing year; 

· the case type code; 

· the case number; 

· a check digit; 

· an information entry sequence number; 

· a count number;

· and a code identifying the type of statute listed  (P, M, W, 1, 2, 3).
For superior courts, two types of cases are returned:
· 01
Criminal
· 08
Juvenile Offender
The application codes indentify the ‘charge’ statute as:

· P
The primary criminal offense charged to a subject.
· M
A modifier to the primary criminal offense, e.g. a statute defining “attempted”, etc.

· W
A deadly-weapon special allegation code.

· 1
An additional law cited in the charge.
· 2
An additional law cited in the charge.

· 3
An additional law cited in the charge.

A case may be composed of multiple charges (counts).  A charge may have multiple laws (codes) cited.  Charges are grouped into information sets.  The highest numbered information set within a case contains all of the current charges being filed for a case.  Lower numbered information sets are just that, informational.  They contain charges that were previously considered but may not go/have gone to trial.
Returned charges will be sorted with superior court cases first, followed by lower court cases.  For each category, most recent cases are to be returned first.  Within case, the highest numbered information set (most recent charges) will be returned first.
Charge Name:

Up to 6 laws may be associated with a single charge (count).

· The primary criminal offense charged to a subject.

· A modifier to the primary criminal offense.

· A deadly-weapon special allegation code.

· An additional law cited for definition, sentencing modification, etc.

· An additional law cited for definition, sentencing modification, etc.
The modifier is a law code that may alter the nature of the primary offense.  For example it may be one of the statutes defining “attempted”, “conspiracy” or solicitation”.  Application of the modifier to the primary charge may result in the charge severity changing up or down one level.  For example, a severity of “felony” may be altered to “gross misdemeanor”.  Application of the “OTH” entries may affect sentencing.  
Non-charge elements (00.00.000 or 000.00.000) may be returned.  These are typically, but not always, place holders for juvenile cases that haven’t been brought forward into superior court while being evaluated by the juvenile authorities.
Charge Description:
The charge description contains the long textual law description. 
Occasionally a law code lookup fails to find a textual description.  In these instances, the law code itself will be returned as the description.

Charge Jurisdiction:
This is a code that identifies the jurisdiction from which the law/ordinance is originates.  

 ‘WA’ indicates it is a statewide or state level code. Local county ordinances are indicated by an ‘Snn’ format where the ‘nn’ is a two digit county number. There is no provision for municipal law codes at this time.
Local law codes always take precedence over statewide law codes.
Charge Severity:
Charge severity is a one character code.  The severity is associated with a primary charge only.  A modifier, if present, may change the severity of the charge; but it is not factored into the returned value.
Returned values:
· Felony
· Gross Misdemeanor
· Misdemeanor
· Not Determinable
Charge Date:

The date the original case was filed with the court.

For amended charges (additional information sets) the original filing date will be used
Cases marked SEALED but not VACATED will not have a charge date.

Charge Disposition:
Text that indicates the final disposition of the charge, e.g., dismissed, guilty, or acquitted, etc.  

Cases marked SEALED but not VACATED will not have a charge disposition.

Court Name:

The long (most descriptive) court name.
Sentence:

This is freeform text providing detail about a case.  Up to 20 lines may be returned as a single data element.  Each line is 79 characters long.
Cases marked SEALED but not VACATED will return ‘SEALED’ in the sentence description text.

Court of Limited Jurisdiction

Charge Identification Number:
The charge identification number is composed of multiple pieces; each piece separated by a ‘-‘.  For non-archived (active) information it is created from:

· the court identifier; 

· the case number; 

· the law enforcement agency code;

· a case type code;

· and a count number.

For CLJ courts, four types of cases are returned:

· CN
Criminal non-traffic

· CT
Criminal traffic

· CF
Criminal felony

· PC
Probable cause

Charge Name:

There will be only a single law associated with a each charge (count).

Charge Description:
Charge description contains the textual law description.

Charge Jurisdiction:
This is a code that identifies the local jurisdiction in which the citation was issued.  It may or may not be the jurisdiction under which the law originated.  

Charge Severity:
Charge severity is not available for CLJ offenses.
Charge Date:

The date the first case document was filed with the court.

Cases marked SEALED but not VACATED will not have a charge date.

Charge Disposition:
Text that indicates the final disposition of the count, e.g., dismissed, guilty, or acquitted, etc.  

Cases marked SEALED but not VACATED will not have a charge disposition.

Court Name:

The long (most descriptive) court name.

Sentence:

Sentencing text is not available for CLJs.  
For cases marked SEALED but not VACATED, ‘SEALED’ will be returned in the sentence description text.
