REQUEST FOR QUALIFICATIONS AND QUOTES
RFQQ-2005-04
Computer Assisted Legal Research

Purpose

The Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) is issuing this request for qualifications and quotes (RFQQ) to obtain computer-assisted legal research services (CALR) primarily for the courts of the state of Washington (Courts) for access and use directly related to the Courts’ work and research.  "Courts" shall mean the officers, employees, and contractors of the AOC; Washington State Supreme Court; Washington State Law Library (services will be limited to access and use directly related to the Courts’ work and research); Court of Appeals, Divisions I, II, and III; County Superior Courts; County District Courts; and Municipal Courts.
It is probable the AOC will enter into contracts with more than one vendor with the Courts, other state agencies, and members of the Washington State Purchasing Cooperative (WSPC) having the option of using any one or more of the contracts for delivery of CALR services on a convenience use basis.  A “convenience use” contract is a competitive contract of which use by agencies is optional.  It is the AOC’s intent that the contracts will have tiered pricing schedules on a per-seat basis with a flat-fee price for the Courts using a contract for 750 to 1200 users.
Based upon contractor’s agreement, the contract will be made available to political subdivisions which are members of the WSPC.  A list of members is available on the Internet http://www.ga.wa.gov/servlet/PCACoopListSv.

While use of the contracts by members of the WSPC is optional, the state encourages them to use state contracts.  Their use of the contracts may significantly increase the purchase volume.  Their orders are subject to the same contract terms, conditions, and pricing tiers as state agencies.  The state accepts no responsibility for payment by WSPC members.

The AOC will be the contracting agent for any agreements reached as a result of this RFQQ for and on the behalf of the Courts.  The initial term of any contract awarded as a result of this procurement shall be from August 1, 2005 through June 30, 2008.  The AOC, at its sole discretion, will have the option to renew for three additional one-year periods.  Any contract let as a result of this RFQQ will incorporate by reference both this RFQQ and the relevant vendor’s proposal.

1. Current Environment

Administrative Office of the Courts:  The AOC, a department of the Washington State Supreme Court, provides support services to state, county, and city courts throughout the state of Washington, including the Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, Superior Courts, and Courts of Limited Jurisdiction (District and Municipal Courts).

Judicial CALR Users:  Users of computerized legal research services include approximately 570 judicial officers in the Washington State court system (Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, Superior Courts, District Courts, and Municipal Courts) and 570 other employees at the AOC and the courts.

Judicial CALR User Environment:

Personal computers:  CALR users employ a variety of both state and locally (city and county) supplied personal computers to access CALR services.  Vendors should assume the typical browser used is Microsoft Internet Explorer in both versions 5 and 6, and that users may also use Netscape, Mozilla, Firefox, Opera, Safari, and/or other browsers.

Routed network:  Appellate court (Supreme Court and Court of Appeals) and AOC users access AOC provided services including CALR through a local area network; all have access to the Internet from the local area network through the State of Washington backbone and its connection to the Internet.  Access speed ranges from 1.5mb to 100mb. 

The current contract for these services expires on July 31, 2005.  The AOC currently pays a fixed-rate for all its judicial CALR users of $11,635.00 per month (or $139,620.00 per year).  It is the AOC’s expectation that the cost for the ensuing year for judicial CALR users should not exceed 105% of that amount with each subsequent year of the contract(s) not exceeding 105% of the cost for the prior year.
2. Services Required

2.1 Database & Services Requirements

· edited final version of court reports and opinions (including unpublished if available) for courts of all jurisdictions and for all levels (e.g., Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, District Courts, and Bankruptcy Courts);

· parallel citations for court reports and opinions for federal courts of all jurisdictions and all levels as required by The Bluebook:  A Uniform System of Citation and by the Washington Office of the Reporter of Decisions Opinion Style Sheet (http://www.courts.wa.gov/appellate_trial_courts/supreme/?fa=atc_supreme.style); and

· opinions and decisions of administrative courts and agencies.

2.1.3 Primary and secondary materials for all states including:

· annotated statutes;

· administrative codes and regulations;

· court reports including parallel citations as required by The Bluebook:  A Uniform System of Citation and by the Washington Office of the Reporter of Decisions Opinion Style Sheet (http://www.courts.wa.gov/appellate_trial_courts/supreme/?fa=atc_supreme.style); 
· attorney general opinions; and 

· opinions and decisions of administrative courts and agencies.

2.1.4 A citation service that shows subsequent citations to a case (from all jurisdictions) and subsequent history of a case.
2.1.5 American Law Reports (ALR) at least 3d - 5th plus federal.

2.1.6 All U.S. law reviews (full text) and indexes for all law reviews included, such as Index to Legal Periodicals and Legal Resources Index.

2.1.7 A legal dictionary with Latin and English phrases.
2.1.8 A service which provides point-in-time versions of statutes.

2.1.9 An automated notification service when a case is overturned or if there is a new case on a specific topic.

2.1.10 Treatises, textbooks, and practice materials, such as Washington Practice, that deal with Washington law.

2.2 Functional Requirements

2.2.1 Search Functionality.  The service must include the ability to: 
· Search databases using Boolean logic,
· Search databases using natural language, and

· Search multiple databases at the same time.
2.2.2 Download Requirements.  The service must include the ability to:

· Download and print,
· Download and save to the user’s disk, and 
· Email documents.

3. Availability Requirement
The service must be available 24 hours per day and 7 days a week.
4. Technical Requirements.  The service must meet the following technical requirements:

4.1 Must be browser based.

4.2 Must be available over the Internet.

5. Support Requirements

The service must provide free telephonic help desk services during the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Pacific time, Monday through Friday.  The service must include free problem resolution and research assistance.
6. Training Requirements.  The service must include:

6.1 Free on-site training for up to five training sessions per year at location(s) determined by the contracting agency.
6.2 Free Web-based training.
6.3 Free telephonic training.
6.4 Online help.
6.5 Free access to vendor’s standard training classes.
7. Administrative Requirements

7.1 The service must include online processes for:

· Setting up new court accounts;

· Creating, assigning, and terminating user IDs; and 
· Managing passwords.

7.2 The service must provide a means to identify users by individual courts, the AOC, and Law Library.

7.3 The service must provide periodic usage reports for individual courts, the AOC, and Law Library.

7.4 The service must have a means to distinguish between access to covered services and billable services and includes warnings to users whenever they attempt to access billable services or databases.
7.5 The service must have the ability to bill individual courts for non-covered services incurred by the court.
8. Optional Features/Services

The award of the contract(s) based upon this RFQQ will be based solely on meeting the requirements set forth above.  However, the AOC invites Vendors to propose additional features/services it considers as desirable enhancements to computer-assisted legal research.  The AOC would ask Vendors to include pricing models for such additional features/services.  The award of the contract(s) resulting from this RFQQ will not be based upon these additional features/services.
9. New Features

A Vendor must agree to notify the AOC when it adds a new feature to its general service during the life of the respective contract and any extensions thereto.  If such new features are billable and the AOC seeks to purchase them, the vendor will make them available to the AOC on terms and at prices at least as relatively favorable as those afforded any other party purchasing such features from the Vendor.

10. Master Contract
It is the intent of this procurement to authorize other Washington state political subdivisions (e.g., cities, counties, prosecuting attorneys) to separately contract with the successful vendor and other vendors whose proposals meet the mandatory requirements under the same terms and conditions as negotiated under the contract with the AOC resulting from this procurement.

11. RFQQ Administration and Instructions to Vendors
11.1 RFQQ Coordinator

Upon release of this RFQQ, all vendor communications concerning this acquisition must be in writing (email is sufficient) and directed to the RFQQ Coordinator listed below.  Unauthorized contact regarding the RFQQ with other state employees may result in disqualification.  Any oral communications will be considered unofficial and non-binding. Only written statements issued by the RFQQ Coordinator may be relied on.

11.3 Questions

Specific questions concerning the RFQQ should be submitted to the RFQQ Coordinator in writing by fax, e-mail or hand delivery no later than the listed date and time in the RFQQ Schedule.  Questions will not be accepted beyond this date.  Responses will be posted to AOC’s Internet site (http://www.courts.wa.gov/procure/) no later than the date listed in the RFQQ Schedule.

Oral responses given to any questions are to be considered preliminary and non-binding.  Only written responses to questions will be considered official.

11.4 Proposal Requirements and Content
Proposals must be submitted in electronic format either as a Microsoft Word document or a PDF document.  The four major sections of the proposal are to be submitted in the order noted below: 

· Mandatory-Signed or Certified Letter of Submittal, including signed Certifications and Assurances (Appendix A to this RFQQ).

· Requirements Response Table (Appendix B to this RFQQ).

· Documentation supporting responses in the Requirements Response Table.

· Cost Proposal (Appendix C to this RFQQ).
11.5 Proposal Date and Location

The vendor’s proposal, in its entirety, must be received by the RFQQ Coordinator in Olympia, Washington, in accordance with the RFQQ Schedule.  Late proposals will not be accepted and will be automatically disqualified from further consideration.

11.6 Costs of Preparing Proposals

The AOC will not pay any vendor costs associated with preparing proposals submitted in response to this RFQQ.

11.7 Proposals Property of the AOC
All proposals, accompanying documentation, and other materials submitted in response to this RFQQ shall become the property of the AOC and will not be returned.
11.8 Proprietary Information/Public Disclosure

Materials submitted shall become the property of the AOC.  All proposals received shall remain confidential until the evaluation is completed and the vendor is selected and approved.  Thereafter proposals shall be deemed public records.

Any information contained in the proposal that is considered proprietary and exempt from public disclosure by the vendor must be clearly designated.  If a vendor wants to claim that portions of its proposal are exempt from public disclosure under RCW 42.17.250 to .340, the vendor must include a transmittal letter that identifies the portions by page and notes the basis for the exemption.  Each page claimed to be exempt from disclosure must be clearly identified by the word "confidential" printed in the lower right hand corner of the page.  Marking of the entire proposal as proprietary will not be honored.  If a request is made to view or obtain a copy of a vendor’s proposal, the AOC will comply with applicable public disclosure requirements.

11.9 RFQQ Amendments/Cancellation/Reissue/Reopen

The AOC reserves the right to change the RFQQ Schedule or issue amendments to this RFQQ at any time.  The AOC also reserves the right to cancel or reissue the RFQQ.  Amendments, cancellation, and any other actions will be posted on the AOC’s procurement Web page.
11.10 Minor Administrative Irregularities

The AOC reserves the right to waive minor administrative irregularities contained in any response.

11.11 Inability to Enter Contract

The AOC reserves the right to eliminate from further consideration any vendor that the AOC, because of legal or other considerations, is unable to contract with at the time responses are due.

11.12 No Obligation to Enter a Contract

The release of this RFQQ does not compel the AOC to enter into any contract.

The AOC reserves the right to refrain from contracting with any vendor that has responded to this RFQQ whether or not the vendor’s proposal has been evaluated and whether or not the vendor has been determined to be qualified.  Exercise of this reserved right does not affect the AOC’s right to contract with any other vendor.

11.13 Multiple Vendors
The AOC reserves the right to enter into contracts with more than one vendor as a result of this RFQQ and it is probable that it will do so.

11.14 Non-Endorsement

The selection of a vendor pursuant to this RFQQ does not constitute an endorsement of the vendor’s services.  The vendor agrees to make no reference to the AOC in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentations, or the like without the express written consent of the AOC.

11.15 Contract Payment Limitations

The Washington State Constitution provides that the state of Washington shall make no advanced payment for goods or services.  Therefore, the vendor should anticipate payment at the end rather than the beginning of the invoice period in which it submits any services for which a payment is due.

12. RFQQ Evaluation
12.1 The AOC evaluation team will review the responses for mandatory minimum qualifications.  Those vendors meeting the mandatory minimum qualification requirements will be invited to participate in a demonstration and hands-on evaluation to an evaluation team to confirm that their solution does indeed meet the mandatory minimum requirements.  This demonstration and hands-on evaluation will be at the AOC office in Olympia.  If a vendor or individual declines the request for a demonstration and hands-on evaluation for any reason, the vendor may be eliminated from further consideration.  The apparently successful vendor or vendors will be determined after the demonstration and hands-on evaluation.

12.2 As part of the evaluation process, vendors may be asked to clarify specific points in their proposal.  However, under no circumstances will the vendor be allowed to make changes to the proposal.
12.3 An evaluation team will check and evaluate the vendor references for minimum qualifications.  The evaluation team will be looking at system reliability, system performance, responsiveness to problems, and any prior contract terminations for cause.
13. Notification of Selection of Apparently Successful Vendor

13.1 Vendors whose responses have not been selected for further negotiations or award will be notified via e-mail.  Failure to include an e-mail address may result in no notification.

14. Debriefing of Unsuccessful Vendors

Vendors who submitted responses that were not selected will be given the opportunity for a debriefing conference.  A request for a debriefing conference must be received by the RFQQ Coordinator within three (3) business days after announcement of the apparently successful vendor. The debriefing must be held within three (3) business days of the request.
Discussion will be limited to the critique of the requesting vendor’s response.  Comparisons between responses or evaluations of other responses will not be allowed.  Debriefing conferences may be conducted in person or on the telephone, at the discretion of the RFQQ Coordinator, and will be scheduled for a maximum of one (1) hour.

15. Protest Procedures

Vendors submitting a protest to this procurement shall follow the procedures described herein.  Protests of vendors that do not follow these procedures shall not be considered.  This protest procedure constitutes the sole administrative remedy available to the vendor under this procurement.

All protests must be in writing and signed by the protesting party or an authorized agent.  The protest must state all facts and arguments on which the protesting party is relying.  All protests shall be addressed to the RFQQ Coordinator.

Only protests stipulating an issue of fact concerning a matter of bias, discrimination, or a conflict of interest, or non-compliance with procedures described in the procurement document shall be considered.  Protests not based on procedural matters will not be considered.

In the event a protest may affect the interest of any other vendor, such vendor(s) will be given an opportunity to submit their views and any relevant information on the protest to the RFQQ Coordinator.

Upon receipt of a protest, a protest review will be held by the AOC to review the procurement process utilized.  This is not a review of responses submitted or the evaluation scores received.  The review is to insure that procedures described in the procurement document were followed, all requirements were met, and all vendors were treated equally and fairly.

Protests shall not be accepted prior to selection of the apparently successful vendor.  Protests must be received within two (2) business days from the date of the notification of the apparently successful vendor.  The Administrator or her delegate will then consider all the information available to her and render a written decision within five (5) business days of receipt of the protest, unless additional time is required.  If additional time is required, the protesting party will be notified of the delay.
