Questions and Answers for RFQQ 2007-002

1. Q:  Is the vendor required to use AOCs contract as stated in the RFQQ?  Or, can the vendor submit their own version of a contract?

A:  Go ahead and submit your response with requested contract changes.  We'll evaluate your response with the others we receive.  The contract portion will not make you non-responsive.


2. Q:  Is it required to have expertise in ALL areas listed: 

· Data Architecting 

· Service Oriented Architecture 

· Mentoring junior developers 

· Agile development with Scrum 

· J2EE on WebSphere, JBoss, and JRun 

· Web Services, including SOA, ESB, SOAP 

· Java/WS on OS/390, Linux AND Windows 

· Familiarity with implementation details of two or more of the following AOC owned applications: CAPS, ACORDS, JUVIS, SCOMIS, DISCIS, JIS DB, eTicketing, JABS, PCH & CACH 

A:  Experience is not required, but more areas with experience will yield a higher evaluation score.
 

3. Q:  This vendor  does not have the ability to commit to specific resources before winning a contract.  We can propose examples of qualified staff and try to engage those individuals if we are the successful vendor.  But we cannot hold resources for projects that we are not 100% certain we will be engaged on.  Is this a problem? 

A:  There would be a problem if no one was available to start Sept 1.  Part of this effort will utilize Federal funding that runs out Sept 30.

 

4. Q:  It is unclear if the RFQQ is requesting staff augmentation on an as need basis or if there actual project(s) or initiatives that the resource will be leading.  Can you clarify? 

A:  We have specific project programming work that is expected to last at least through October.  November through Feb may be a mix of programming work and data architect mentoring.

 

5. Q:  How many individuals do you need and for how long? 

A:  We are expecting to hire the equivalent of one person for 6 months.  (This could mean multiple people for varying lengths of time.)
