203.5  Credit toward the continuing education requirements set forth in these regulations may be earned through teaching or participating in an approved continuing education activity on the following basis: 
203.5.1  An active Guardian teaching in an approved education activity shall receive credit on the basis of one credit for each hour actually spent by such Guardian in attendance at and teaching in a presentation of such activity.  Additionally, an active Guardian teaching in such an activity shall also be awarded further credit on the basis of one credit as defined in Section 201.3 for each hour actually spent in preparation time, provided that in no event shall more than 10 hours of credit be awarded for the preparation of one hour or less of actual presentation. 

203.5.2  An active Guardian participating in an approved educational activity shall receive credit on the basis of one credit for each hour actually spent by such Guardian in attendance at a presentation of such activity.  Additionally, an active Guardian participating in such an activity shall also be awarded further credit on the basis of one credit for each hour actually spent in preparation time as defined in Section 201.8, provided that in no event shall more than five hours of credit be awarded for such preparation time in any one such continuing education activity.
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
