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SUMMARY OF USER FEE BALLOTING

The ballots supported:

· Establishing new and/or higher user fees to support trial court funding.

· An increase to the current filing fee (no distinction by court level).

· Expansion of the filing fee to responsive pleadings that assert a claim (cross, counter and third party claims).

· A fee for motions for class certification (CR 23).

· Exempting proceedings for domestic violence, restraining, and protective orders from user fees.

· Retaining the current in forma pauperis processes for use by indigent parties.

· Retaining the jury demand fee.

The ballots were inconclusive on:

· A fee to amend pleadings (other than adding “John/Jane Doe” defendants).

· Establishing a graduated filing fee based upon the number of defendants against whom claims are asserted.
