Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Mr. Rick Coplen.
Approval of Minutes


Mr. Coplen asked for approval of the minutes from the May 18, 2007 meeting.  The minutes were approved as amended.
Sub-Committee Report

Incident Response

The committee was endorsed at the last meeting and will begin the process of getting members and building up the membership of the Court Security Incident Response Committee.
Training

There was no report from the Training sub-committee for this month.  The sub-committee will continue to work with the US Marshal on the training setup for the courts.
Standards

Mr. Coplen brought forward the draft Courthouse Public Safety Standards and asked that the committee do a thorough review.  The Standards will be presented to the BJA in July.  He also asked who would be available to participate in the July BJA presentation along with Judge Casey.  Judge Gonzalez stated that he would, Justice Fairhurst stated that if the presentation was done in the morning, she would also be available. 

The committee reviewed the draft standards and made some additional comments/suggestions.  Judge Gonzalez emailed out a draft for the Appendix C (Threat Assessment).  Staff will complete the edits and send out a final draft for the committee to approve.  Copies will be made and distributed prior to the end of the month and will be ready to deliver to the BJA members at least a week prior to the July meeting.
Current Incident Reports

There has been no update to the Incident Report Log since last month.  Justice Fairhurst asked if the AOC had received a report on the pipe bomb incidents that occurred in Spokane and Everett a few months ago.  Mr. Coplen stated that he had still not received their reports.
Other Business 

Fall Conference




Mr. Coplen stated that the committee needed to discuss the presentation of the Fall Conference; Judge Van De Veer, Liaison for BCE, was available for guidance on what the BCE felt that presentation should include.  Judge Van De Veer stated that the committee wanted to ensure that the small courts were represented and that the presentation was geared around what the courts could do with the current funding and equipment that they had.  The committee agreed that the presenters should be Judge Casey, Judge Gonzalez, Judge Whitener-Moberg, and Joe McGuire.  In addition, they suggested asking Judge Shelton to do a short presentation based on personal experience.  Justice Fairhurst reminded the committee that they also needed to obtain time on the Business agenda because they would most likely get a greater audience during that session.  Judge Buckley reminded everyone of Judge Gonzalez’s suggestion to do the video of the cell phone gun as an attention getter, and reiterated that this would be a good way to start the presentation.   The committee discussed focusing on the limited resources for courts and what the courts need to be aware of and prepare for.  They also discussed various titles for the presentation, most suggestions focused on awareness and preparedness of the courts.  Mr. Coplen stated that this was a good start, and that the committee will need to work on the remaining details of the presentation and get the information to the BCE by the end of July.  
Next Meeting

The next Court Security Committee meeting is scheduled for July 20, 2007 via telephone conference from noon to 1 p.m.  Because the committee may be doing their presentation to the BJA during that time, this meeting will most likely be changed. [The July 20, 2007 meeting was cancelled and the next scheduled meeting is August 3, 2007]
