The Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) is offering the Written Exam for Certified 
and Registered court interpreter candidates on Saturday, February 27, 2010.  The 
exam is only offered once a year in Western Washington at Bellevue College and in 
Eastern Washington at Yakima Valley Community College.  The fee for the exam is 
$75.  You will receive a confirmation letter and directions to the testing location upon 
registration.    
 
Passing the written examination is a prerequisite to the certification and registration 
process, and a passing score of the written examination shall only be valid for three 
years.  If a candidate passes the written examination, yet fails to pass the subsequent 
requirements within three years of the written examination date, the candidate must re-
take the written examination in order to be eligible for future oral examinations.

Requirements for Certification / Registration 
 

 
To become certified, candidates must complete the following: 
 
1. Pass the multiple-choice written exam with a score of 80% or higher (English vocabulary, 

legal terminology and interpreter ethics); 

2. Pass the foreign language written translation administered with the written exam; 

3. Attend a one-day Orientation program sponsored by the Administrative Office of the Courts 
(May 8, 2010 at Bellevue College or May 15, 2010 at Yakima Valley Community College); 

4. Pass the oral interpreting exam with a score of 70% or higher in each category: 
simultaneous, consecutive, and sight translation (September 11-12, 2010 at Bellevue 
College); 

5. Submit to a criminal background check; 

6. Execute the Oath of Interpreter; and 

7. Attend a mandatory course on interpreter protocol and ethics (date and location to be 
determined). 

 
Languages: Arabic (Egyptian), Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian, Chuukese, Cantonese, French, 
Korean,  Mandarin, Marshallese, Russian, Somali, Spanish, and Vietnamese.  (Laotian, Arabic 
(Levantine) and Khmer exams not  currently available. 

 

 
To become registered, candidates must complete the following: 

 
1. Pass the multiple-choice written exam with a score of 80% or higher (English 

vocabulary, legal terminology and interpreter ethics); 

2. Attend a one-day Orientation program sponsored by the Administrative Office of the 
Courts (May 8, 2010 at Bellevue College or May 15, 2010 at Yakima Valley Community 
College); 

3. Pass an oral language proficiency exam administered by the AOC (appointments 
scheduled individually, held in Olympia); 

4. Submit to a criminal background check 

5. Execute the Oath of Interpreter; and 

6. Attend a mandatory course on interpreter protocol and ethics (date and location to be 
determined).
