II.  Projects  

A. 2009 Fall Judicial Conference Keynote Speaker – The members will recommend possible speakers at the Commission Meeting breakout session on October 17, 2008.   
B. Diversifying the Bench Manual – Judge Fleck reported that Ms. M. Fernanda Parra, Seattle University School of Law, National Latina/o Law Student Association, Northwest Regional Director and Society for Immigrant and Refugee Justice, Co-founder, accomplished some major updates for the “Diversifying the Bench Manual.”  She updated/edited the appendix portions of the manual.  On each particular appendix, she added and edited the information, such as web-links.  She also created an appendix listing all the minority organizations for Washington law schools, and local, regional, and national minority organizations and institutions.  She added another appendix which provided listings of mentorship programs in the state of Washington, and the gender and ethnicity charts for the three schools in Washington State.  Judge Fleck also reported that Mr. Richard Mitchell will add the Governor’s section to the book and the final draft will be presented to the minority bars and judges’ associations for review.  It was recommended that the format of the final draft version of the manual based on the format of Building a Diverse Court manual.  It was also recommended that Ms. Moni Law, Diversity Manager for WSBA, will be asked by Ms. Karen Murray to review the manual and asked to provide a list of minority bars leaders with which the manual will be sent for review.  Ms. Law will also be asked that her organization become the caretakers of the manual, updating it as needed.  Judge Fleck and Bonnie will develop a letter requesting support/sponsorship from the minority bars, law schools and judges associations to send with the manual.  Judge Fleck will confirm with Paula Littlewood and Mark Johnson, WSBA Leadership. 

C. Resource Directory – Mr. Morton reported that Ms. Janet Olson, Administrative Secretary, will continue updating the directory.  The format of the directory will need to be decided, whether to list the entries by county or districts.  Research will be done to figure what is the most commonly used format. 
D. Externship – Judge Fleck will send a letter to law schools concerning their externship programs.
