Diversifying the Bench Guidebook

Monto Morton reported that the “Diversifying the Bench Guidebook: How to Become a Judicial Officer” has been distributed nationally to minority bars and minority commissions and task forces.  It has not been sent to national law schools.  He also reported that twenty-five hardcopies were distributed at the Judicial Institute event held January 21, 2012, at Seattle University School of Law.

Dr. Sandra Madrid will re-send Mr. Morton a contact that may help in distributing the Guidebook nationally to law schools. 

Minority Law School Extern/Intern/Law Clerk-Bailiffs

Committee members discussed how the Commission could encourage judges to obtain externs.  
Jeffery Sullivan volunteered to contact Judges Mary Yu and Deborah Fleck to discuss barriers for judges obtaining externs and report back to the Committee.  Committee members discussed at length this issue and Mr. Sullivan agreed to talk with both judges to make a final decision on whether the Committee will continue with this issue.  Jeffery Beaver provided the Committee with information regarding the American Bar Association Section of Litigation’s Judicial Intern Opportunity Program which provides funding for law students who intern with the court.

Youth and the Law Pipeline

Committee members discussed creating a “how to” notebook on establishing and operating youth and justice forums.  

Mr. Morton will collect material from various Washington State youth and justice forums for the Committee’s review.  He will contact Judge LeRoy McCullough, Judge Dennis Yule, and Judge Frank Cuthbertson.

Building a Diverse Court Education Session Proposal

Mr. Morton reported that the session proposal, “A Smart Court is a Diverse Court,” was rejected for the joint conference of the Superior Court Judges and Court Administrators Spring Program.

Mr. Morton will obtain information on upcoming conferences and members of the curriculum development committees for discussion at the next committee meeting.

Race and the Criminal Justice System Task Force

Bonnie Glenn reported that the Juvenile Justice Supreme Court Presentation is scheduled for March 28, 2012.  She has been tasked with co-chairing community outreach with Jennifer Shaw of the ACLU.  Ms. Glenn indicated she would send a draft list of invitees out to committee members for any additional input before sending the list over to the University of Washington School of Law. 
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
