2009 SUMMARY OF CHANGES TO DOMESTIC VIOLENCE FORMS
The Pattern Forms Committee approved the changes to the mandatory Domestic Violence forms described below.  The changes implement Laws of 2009, ch. 439, which amended RCW 26.50.060 and 26.50.110, by adding provisions for the protection of animals:

	Petition for Order for Protection
In the relief section, on page 3, insert the following four rows after provision 11 “Remain Effective”  and before “Check the following only if you are requesting protection involving a minor:”

“Check the following only if you are requesting protection involving pets.
12 Grant me exclusive custody and control of the following pet(s) owned, possessed, leased, kept, or held by me, respondent, or a minor child residing with either me or the respondent.  (Specify name of pet and type of animal.): ________________________________________.

13 Prohibit respondent from interfering with my efforts to remove the pet(s) named above.

14 Prohibit respondent from knowingly coming within, or knowingly remaining within _______________ (distance) of the following locations where the pet(s) are regularly found:

In the relief section, on page 3, insert the following four rows after provision 11 “Parties shall return to court on _____...”  and before “Complete only if the protection ordered involves minors:”

 “Complete only if the protection ordered involves pets.
12 Petitioner shall have exclusive custody and control of the following pet(s) owned, possessed, leased, kept, or held by me, respondent, or a minor child residing with either me or the respondent.  (Specify name of pet and type of animal.): ________________________________________.

13 Respondent is Prohibited from interfering with the protected person’s efforts to remove the pet(s) named above.

14 Respondent is Prohibited from knowingly coming within, or knowingly remaining within _______________ (distance) of the following locations where the pet(s) are regularly found:

In the section “Warnings to Respondent,” in the second paragraph, change the first phrase as follows:

“A violation of provisions 1 through 5, 13, or 14 of this order is a gross misdemeanor unless one of the following conditions apply:”
Make the following changes to the LEIS provision at the end of the form:

The petitioner or petitioner’s lawyer must complete Aa Law Enforcement Information Sheet (LEIS) must be completed.

	Instructions for the Petition for Order for Protection
On page three, change the informational line as follows:

The ninth, tenth and eleventh p Provisions 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14 are only available as part of the Full Order:

Insert the following new paragraphs:

“12. The twelfth provision asks the court to grant you exclusive custody and control of pet(s).  You can only ask for custody and control of a pet if it is owned, possessed, leased, kept, or held by you, the respondent, or a minor child residing with either you or the respondent.

13. The thirteenth provision asks the court to prohibit the respondent from interfering with your efforts to remove the pet(s).

14. The fourteenth provision asks the court to prohibit the respondent from knowingly coming within or knowingly remaining within a specified distance (e.g. 100 feet, 2 blocks) from the location(s) you list where the pet(s) may regularly be found.   Remember, you have a right to keep your residential address confidential.”
Renumber the remaining provisions.

	Instructions for the Order for Protection
On page 2, below the heading “Protection Provisions,” change the third bullet as follows:
· In each provision, be sure you checked the boxes to identify the people and, places, and pets you want protected.

In the paragraph immediately above “The judge can grant….” change “Provision 15” to “Provision 18.”

At the end of the instructions, add a box with the following information:

“Law Enforcement Information Sheet (LEIS)

If your address or the respondent’s address has changed, you must complete a new Law Enforcement Information Sheet (LEIS).”
