DECEMBER, 2009, SUMMARY OF CHANGES TO THE MANDATORY DOMESTIC RELATIONS PATTERN FORMS
The Pattern Forms Committee (Committee) updated the mandatory Domestic Relations pattern forms to implement Laws of 2009, ch. 521, relating to registered domestic partnerships, which went into effect December 3, 2009, after the Secretary of State’s office certified the votes on referendum 71.  The Committee also revised instructions and sub-paragraph numbering in paragraph 3.18.1 of the Order of Child Support.
