JUNE 2010 SUMMARY OF CHANGES TO THE MANDATORY DOMESTIC RELATIONS PATTERN FORMS
The Pattern Forms Committee (Committee) updated the mandatory Domestic Relations pattern forms.  The updates include approved recommended changes and revisions to implement Laws of 2010, ch. 279, relating to child support modification, and Laws of 2010, ch. 274, relating to the Law Enforcement Information Sheet and domestic violence protection orders, which went into effect June 10, 2010.  Detailed descriptions of the changes follow:

Laws of 2010, ch. 274 created a new domestic violence protection order restraint provision, which required a data collection modification to the Law Enforcement Information Sheet (LEIS), and required the Administrative Office of the Courts to update the LEIS by adding prompts for information about a restrained person’s disability, brain injury, or impairment that requires special assistance.  The new information collected in the LEIS may be useful for restraining orders and domestic violence protection orders issued in a family law case; so, the description of changes to the LEIS are included in this summary of changes.
To implement Laws of 2010, ch. 274, §§ 303, 304, and 305, change the Law Enforcement Information Sheet (LEIS), as follows:

In approximately the center of the LEIS, immediately below the row that begins with “Vehicle License Number,” and immediately above “Hazard Information,” insert the following:

“Does the restrained person have a disability, brain injury, or impairment requiring special assistance when law enforcement serves the order? [image: image2.wmf] No

Below “Hazard Information,” change the check box that begins with “Mental Health Problems…” as follows:
