REVISIONS TO FELONY JUDGMENT AND SENTENCING FORMS
The Pattern Forms Committee approved the following updates to the Felony Judgment and Sentencing forms.  The changes are based upon recommended changes:

	Order for Pre-Sentence Chemical Dependency Screening Report and Risk Assessment for Parenting Sentencing Alternative
RCW 9.94A.655(2) authorizes the court to:

“…order the department to complete either a risk assessment report or a chemical dependency screening report as provided in RCW 9.94A.500, or both reports prior to sentencing.”
The original order referred only to chemical dependency screening.  In response to a request from the Department of Corrections (DOC), the Felony J&S forms subcommittee added provisions relating to risk assessment:

Change the title by deleting “Report” and replacing it with “and Risk Assessment,” as indicated above.

Change the second paragraph as follows:

“Ordered that the Defendant shall participate in a chemical dependency screening report with a DOC contracted provider and a DOC risk assessment. It is further…”

Because DOC must collect from other departments, which takes additional time, DOC cannot return the reports to the court within 10 days.  However, DOC can return the reports to the court within 14 – 17 days.

To incorporate DOC’s requests, change the first line in the fourth paragraph as follows:
“Ordered that within 10 14 - 17 days of receiving this order the screening report and risk assessment shall be faxed…”
In the footer, change “Laws of 2010, ch. 224, §2(2)” to “RCW 9.94A.655(2).”

	Petition for Certificate and Order of Discharge [ ] and for Issuance of a Separate No-Contact Order
A defendant may use this petition to request a Certificate and Order of Discharge whether or not the defendant is subject to a no-contact order.  In the caption and first paragraph, the form contains check box options to request issuance of a separate no-contact order. However, the third paragraph begins with “I am subject to a no-contact order...” which is not true in all cases.  

To clarify that the third paragraph applies only when the defendant is subject to a no-contact order that was written as part of and included in the judgment and sentence, add “If” to the beginning of the paragraph, and at the end of the first sentence, change the period into a comma.
