On page two, change the paragraph between the check box for Surrender of Weapons and the box for WACIC data entry as follows:

“The respondent may petition the court to reopen the order file a Respondent’s Petition to Reopen Temporary Sexual Assault Protection Order, form SA 6.050, if the respondent did not receive actual prior notice of the hearing and if the respondent alleges that he or she had a meritorious defense to the order or that the order or its remedy is not authorized by chapter 7.90 RCW.”
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
