Unless a written motion demanding revision is filed with the clerk of the Superior Court within ten (10) days from the entry of the order or judgment, you cannot ever seek revision.

If you have no lawyer to file a motion for revision for you, the clerk of the court will, if requested by you, file a motion on your behalf.

If you cannot afford the cost of seeking revision, you have the right to have such parts of the record as are necessary for review of the errors you allege submitted to the Superior Court for you, at public expense.
