	Transportation Budget
	Allows up to four pilot sites for traffic safety cameras.  Allows the cameras to be used to detect failure to stop at railroad crossings, stoplights and school zones.  Citations are to be processed in the same manner as parking violations.  Revenue collected is not subject to distribution under some statutes.  Some state revenue will still be collected.
	Courts of Limited Jurisdiction Only

Modifications to the JIS parking module will be needed if any jurisdictions implement a pilot project.  An Attorney General's opinion has been requested regarding several provisions of the legislation.

	SHB 1219
	Securities Violations
	Creates the securities prosecution fund.  Creates a new class B felony.  Requires the fines assessed for the felonies in RCW 21.20.400 to be deposited in the securities prosecution fund.
	Superior Court Only

A new remit group will be established in JIS.  The BARS code 386.89.04 will be created in JIS.  A new AR type code will be created in JIS.

	HB 1631
	Fire Sprinkler Systems
	Creates penalties for new infractions for violations committed by fire protection sprinkler system contractors.  The "fines" are to be deposited into the fire protection contractor license fund.
	Courts of Limited Jurisdiction Only

A new remit group will be established in JIS.  The BARS code 386.89.03 will be created in JIS.  The new infraction laws will be added to the law table with the new BARS code.

	Criminal statutes
	Reorganizes the criminal statutes to simplify citation to a specific offense.
	Superior and Courts of Limited Jurisdiction

Laws on the JIS, SCOMIS, and JCS law tables will be updated.

	ESSB 5990
	Supervision of Offenders
	Moves collection of legal financial obligations (LFO) from DOC to county clerks.  AOC will send out monthly billings to offenders.
	Superior Court Only

Transfer of data will occur between DOC and AOC.  AOC will contract with the vendor currently used by DOC to send the monthly billing statements.  AOC will work with county clerks on various implementation tasks.

	ESSB 6023
	Court assessments and penalties
	Increases the base PSEA assessment from 60% to 70%.  Increases the additional PSEA assessment from 30% to 35%.  Increases the criminal justice funding assessment on traffic infractions from $10 to $20.
	Courts of Limited Jurisdiction Only

All penalties for infractions will be increased on the JIS law table.  BARS code distributions for revenue subject to the additional PSEA assessment will be changed.  The JTR and JIS cost fee code amounts will be increased and the distribution changed.  The amounts for the accident fee cost fee code, FTA fee cost fee codes, the TPC and TPD cost fee codes will be increased.
