There is no right to a jury trial in general water right adjudications, because of two propositions:
1. There is no right to a jury trial in equitable actions:
· S. P. C. S., Inc. v. Lockheed, 29 Wn.App. 930 (1981); 

· RCW 4.48.010 (“Any party shall have the right in an action at law, upon an issue of fact, to demand a trial by jury.”)

2. General water right adjudications are equitable actions:  

· In re Water Rights in Ahtanum Creek, 139 Wash. 84, 85 (1926) (“This is a proceeding in equity brought under the State Water Code (chapter 117, Session Laws of 1917) to adjudicate the various water rights in the Ahtanum creek …”);  

· State v. Acquavella, 112 Wn.App. 729, 748 (2002) (“review of a decree in a general adjudication of water rights is to be made in the same manner as in other cases in equity”)

· Durrah v. Wright, 115 Wn.App. 634 (2003) (quiet title actions are equitable in nature) (and cases cited therein)
