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A. ASSIGNMENT OF ERROR

The trial court exceeded its statutory authority when it
ordered restitution in an amount that was not supported by
substantial evidence.

B. ISSUE PERTAINING TO ASSIGNMENT OF ERROR

The trial court has statutory authority to impose restitution
where the evidence provides a reasonable basis for estimating
losses and requires no speculation or conjecture. Restitution may
not be based on speculation or conjecture. Here, the victims
provided lists of items they claimed were taken but failed to provide
any receipts or other credible evidence to support their claims. Is
Mr. Prout entitled to reversal of the order of restitution for a lack of
substantial credible evidence?

C. STATEMENT OF THE CASE

Raymond Prout was charged with 14 counts of second
degree burglary and one count of second degree malicious
mischief. CP 17-23. In a negotiated plea agreement, Mr. Prout
pleaded guilty to four counts of second degree burglary and the one
count of malicious mischief. CP 33; 6/11/2010RP 12-13. While not
agreeing to a specific amount, Mr. Prout agreed to pay restitution

for all of the counts including those to which he did not plead guilty,



the amount to be determined at a subsequent hearing. CP 28;
6/11/2010RP 8.

At the restitution hearing, Mr. Prout conceded the validity of
several claims, but objected to other claims by store owners that
were not supported by any documentation. 12/20/20010RP 4-8.
The court agreed with most of Mr. Prout’'s arguments, but rejected
his arguments concerning the 99 Cents Store, Gourmet Latte, Caffe
Keffa, Q Mart and the Fortune Café. CP 64-65; 12/20/2010RP 11-
12. Mr. Prout appeals only the imposition of the amount of
restitution. CP 67.

D. ARGUMENT
THE TRIAL COURT EXCEEDED ITS STAUTORY
AUTHORITY IN SETTING AN AMOUNT OF

RESTITUTION WHICH WAS NOT SUPPORTED BY
SUBSTANTIAL EVIDENCE

1. Restitution order must be supported by substantial

credible evidence. When requesting a restitution order, the State

must prove by a preponderance of the evidence that but for the
defendant's crime, the loss would not have occurred. State v.
Kinneman, 122 Wn.App. 850, 860, 95 P.3d 1277 (2004), affd, 155
Wn.2d 272 (2005). While the claimed loss need not be established

with specific accuracy, it must be supported by substantial credible



evidence. State v. Griffith, 164 Wn.2d 960, 965, 195 P.3d 506
(2008). Evidence of damages is sufficient if it provides the trial
court with a reasonable basis for estimating losses and requires no
speculation or conjecture. State v. Fleming, 75 Wn.App. 270, 877
P.2d 243 (1994); State v. Pollard, 66 Wn.App. 779, 834 P.2d 51,
review denied, 120 Wn.2d 1015 (1992). The trial court may
determine the amount of restitution “by either (1) the defendant's
admission or acknowledgment or (2) a preponderance of the
evidence." State v. Ryan, 78 Wn.App. 758, 761, 899 P.2d 825
(1995), citing State v. Tindal, 50 Wn.App. 401, 403, 748 P.2d 695
(1988).

The amount of restitution must be established by substantial
credible evidence; the court cannot rely on speculation or
conjecture. State v. Kisor, 68 Wn.App. 610, 620, 844 P.2d 1038
(1993). While the Rules of Evidence do not apply at restitution
hearings, the evidence still must support more than mere
speculation and conjecture as to the amount of restitution, and any
hearsay statements must give the defense a sufficient basis for
rebuttal. /d. “[T]he record must permit a reviewing court to

determine exactly what figure is established by the evidence.”



State v. Pollard, 66 Wn.App. 779, 785, 834 P.2d 51, review denied,
120 Wn.2d 1015 (1992).

2. There must be a causal connection between the loss and

Mr. Prout’s actions. Restitution must be based on a causal

connection between the crime and the victim's damages. State v.
Dedonado, 99 Wn.App. 251, 256, 991 P.2d 1216 (2000). A causal
connection is not established simply because a victim provides a
list of expenditures for replacing property stolen or damaged by the
defendant. /d. at 256-57.

For instance, in Kisor, the defendant was convicted of
harming a police dog. In support of the amount of restitution for
replacing the dog, the State submitted an affidavit from the county
risk manager stating that she “checked with” the police department
and canine training unit to determine the cost of the dog and
attaching a canine college advertisement as proof that “12 weeks
training is usual and customary for police dog handler training.”
Kisor, 68 Wn.App. at 614 n. 2. On appeal, the court held the
sentencing court abused its discretion and violated due process in
ordering restitution based on “nothing more than a rough estimate
of the costs” of replacing a police dog. /d. Other than the

statement of the Risk Manager that she “checked” with the Tacoma



police and the Spokane Canine Training Unit, there was no
indication of how she obtained the cost estimates. /d.

In addition, in Pollard, which involved the defrauding of
banking institutions, the Court of Appeals ruled that a police report
that recorded what bank personnel at the banking institutions stated
the banks had lost, standing alone, did not amount to substantial
credible evidence to establish the restitution amount. 66 Wn.App.
at 786. Significant to that conclusion was not only that the police
report was double hearsay, but also that the State could have
substantiated the report with bank records or the testimony of bank
personnel with “relative ease.” I/d. See also State v. Bunner, 86
Wn.App. 158, 160, 936 P.2d 419 (1997) (reversing a restitution
order as the only evidence was a summary report of medical
expenditures from the Department of Social and Health Services).

Here, the 99 Cent Store claimed and was awarded $528 for
an overnight security guard, but there was nothing in the
documentation that linked the guard with any of Mr. Prout’s actions.
There simply was no causal connection established.

Regarding the remaining claims challenged by Mr. Prout,
Gourmet Latte, Caffe Keffa, Q Mart and Fortune Café, there again

was no documentation provided to indicate the amount sought was



related to the burglaries. Gourmet Latte claimed a broken/smashed
window at $320 without providing any documentation. Similarly,
Caffe Keffa claimed broken window at $900 plus $30 to clean-up
with no supporting documents. Q Mart stated it lost $200 in cash
without a list of denominations as well as front door damage at
$850. Like Q Mart, Fortune Café listed $35 in lost cash without an
indication of the denominations as well as broken front doors listed
at $1143.18 for which there was no receipt or other documentation.
The State failed to establish a causal connection between the
claims made and the burglaries.

3. This Court should vacate the order of restitution. The

remedy for the State’s failure to prove the amount of restitution is to
vacate the restitution order and remand to the sentencing court so
that it can fix the proper amount of restitution. Dedonado, 99
Wn.App. at 257-58. The trial court is barred from considering any
new evidence on remand because to do so would conflict with the
requirement under the Sentencing Reform Act that restitution must
be set within 180 days of sentencing. RCW 9.94A.753(1); Griffith,
164 Wn.2d at 968 n.6.

Without any supporting documentation, the State failed to

establish that Mr. Prout was responsible for the damage claimed.



Accordingly, this Court should reverse the restitution orders as to
the 99 Cent Store, Gourmet Latte, Caffe Keffa, Q Mart and Fortune
Café.

E. CONCLUSION

For the reasons stated, Mr. Prout requests this Court vacate

the award of restitution.

The suspects exited the restaurant moments later carrying a cash
register with $150 cash inside it, The suspects fied in a mid-80's, biue Honda with a crooked rear license
plate. It was estimated to cost $800 to repair the broken door. This was reported under SPD #10-11350
(later to become the Master Case File for all related incidents). Prout admitted he/they broke the south
door and looked for cash inside but can’t remember anything else. A promotional.Kidd.Valley prepaid
card (#80162000000091) was found inside Prout and Lundquist’'s Ford Taurus after it was impounded.
That card had been taken from the Kidd Valley restaurant along with the stolen cash register and cash.

Moments after the Kidd Valley burglary, at 0255 hours on January 11", 2010 an audlble alarm

At 0414 hours on January 13™, 2010 a motion sensor alarm' {but no audible alarm) was activated
when two suspects smashed the front (west) glass door of the Z Food Mart located at 9530 Aurora Ave.
N., Seattie, WA 98103. The suspects were recorted on video as they entered the store, forced open the
locked cash register, and stole the till containing $600 cash. Costs to repair the door and register were
estimated to be about $425. The video showed two white males in their early 20’s wearing hooded
coats or.sweaters. Their faces were not seen. This was reported under SPD #10-13774. Prout admitted
he/they broke the west door but can’t remember what they got inside.

on 05-03-2009 the "Sweet Spot” coffee stand located at 16053 Aurora Ave N.,
Shoreline, was burglarized (09-104893). Deputy Torres was on duty and
flagged down by a motoxist who saw that a window had been broken on the South
side of the business. Deputy Torres discovered that the business had been
burglarized. Business owner, Raymond and Sara Araujo, are the business
owners. Raymond Araujo responded to the scene and confirmed -that the
business had been burglarizéd and that two days of sales equaling about $1360
had been taken from the till. There was a security video that captured a
figure appzoach the South side of the business around 0356 hours. The video
also showed a suspect inside the business.

There are no.other
reports of burglaries occurring at this location in the last five years.

Over the night of 01-14-2010 The Fortune Café was burglarized located at
14725 Aurora Ave N. in the City of Shoreline (10-011663). A Suspect (&), who
was unknown at the time, first atvempted to enter the businese by simashing’

1 the glass on the south side and then successfully gained cntry by breaking

the glasg on the front door located on the East side of the business. The
glass was breken with a rock. There were no known suspects at the time.

On 01-18-2010 $- Prout, Nicholas R. was arrested in connection with a
commercial burglary that happened in the City of Shoreline (10-013678).

Prout provided a statement to Deputy Sweeney in which he admitted to
committing at least .25 commercial burglaries over the last year. Deputy [tu
Sweeney drove around with Prout and Prout pointed out the various places that

he has burglarized. Une of the locations that Prout pointed out =w(ntpuhy
Sweeney was a coffee stand whiclhh was "The Sweet Spot." Tt had recently

changed owners and is called “Baristas.” Another place that Prout pointed
out was the Fortune Café.

On 02-16-2010 I was ahle to review the taped interview that Deputy Sweeney
took from Prout. Prout was able to describe the point of entry accurately

for the bprglary at the "Sweet Spot” and say what he was looﬁing for once he
gained entry. In the case oE'the Fortune Café burglary} Prout accurately
stated that entry was gained “through the Bast door with a rock.” Prout said
that he went to the cash register, but that it was empty.

I went to the Fortune Café and took a written statement from W- Chin, Tak H.
Chin told me that the Fortune Café has not been burglarized on any other
occasion other than the incident that occurred over the night of 01-15-10.

He said he did not know Nicholas Prout and that Prout did not have permission
to break into his business or take his property and that he is willing to
assist in the prosecution of this case.

Chin also provided me with an invoice for repairs to his door glass that was
broken as a result of this burglary. The total cost of repair was $1143.18.

Detective Coblantz contacted Sara Araujo, who owned the “Sweet Spot,” at the
time of the burglary. She said that she did not know Nicholas Prout and he
did not have permission to enter her coffee stand. There are no other
reports of burglaries to this location since 2004.

At this writing V- Araujo is still going through her [iles to get the
information about the cost of repairs to her business. According to her
Prout took cash from sales the day before the burglary which was about

$1,360.00.

I recommend that Prout be charged with 2 additional counts of Burglary 2 For
burglarizing the “Sweet Spot” coffee stand and the Fortune Café, and 1 count
of Malicious Mischief 2 for the damage to the doors at the Fortune Café.
