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A. ARGUMENT IN REPLY

1. Lack of Objective Evidence

e Respondent Sandra Norris does not challenge the
thesis contained in Appellant’s Opening Brief that
there is no objective evidence in the record to
support her testimony regarding her health
condition.

Appellant, Brett Norris, has challenged the award of Lifetime
Maintenance to Sandra Norris, based solely on the subjective
testimony at trial of Ms. Norris.

This case involves a marriage of 24 years, 1984 through
2008. Five (5) children were born of this marriage. At the time of
trial, one adult child was emancipated, married, and living
elsewhere with her spouse; two (2) adult children and one minor
child was residing with Ms. Norris. The other adult child was
residing with Mr. Norris. At the time of trial, Ms. Norris was 50
years old and Mr. Norris was within a few months of turning 50."

No objective evidence of the health condition of Ms. Norris
was admitted at trial. Indeed, Ms. Norris, in her Responsive Brief
does not even challenge the assertion that there is no objective

evidence in the record to support her testimony regarding her

health condition.

e Ms. Norris attempts to show that the testimony of Mr.
Norris supports her position, but her summary
allegations are not supported by the testimony of Mr.
Norris that she cites.

Instead, Ms. Norris summarily argues that the testimony of

Mr. Norris somehow corroborates her testimony regarding her
health condition. Out of 106 pages of transcribed testimony of Mr.
Norris, Ms. Norris cites one page of his testimony under cross
examination at page 11 of her Brief to attempt to make her point.
But those citations for the most part cut against her argument rather
than support it.?

Q: So do you accept or deny Ms. Norris’s health

claims?

A: She says she has health claims. I’'m not a doctor.

e No medical records or doctor’s reports were entered into
evidence to support the claims of Ms. Norris regarding her
health condition;

e This despite the trial court giving counsel for Ms. Norris
overnight to obtain testimony from either doctors or records
custodians lay the proper foundation[s].*

As pointed out in Appellant’'s Opening Brief, the failure by

Ms. Norris to call doctors or records custodian(s] to lay these
foundations was not accident or inadvertent neglect. This was a
deliberate trial tactic.> Despite multiple inferences from the Court
over two (2) days as to how to get the medical records introduced,
counsel for Ms. Norris never procured the proper witnesses to
provide the necessary foundation[s].®

Contrary to the assertions in her Brief, there was no
testimony of the lifestyle of the parties except that Mr. Norris

worked 80 hour weeks to support his family.’

And [ will not admit
them at this time. ...But at this point, quite simply, for the purposes they would seem
to be offered, 42 and 43 are hearsay and will not be admitted at this time.”

c. Ms. Norris does not challenge the thesis contained in
Appellant’s Opening Brief that her testimony lacks
credibility and is directly contradicted by the testimony
of other witnesses, including her own adult children.

In her Respondent’s Brief, Ms. Norris does not contest nor
challenge any of the various examples cited in Appellant’'s Opening
Brief that evidence her lack of credibility:

e Testifying under oath that she never denied Mr. Norris
visitation with his children.® However at a hearing on
12/24/2013 the Court found no trouble finding her in
contempt of court for willfully denying Mr. Norris visitation
with his then-14 year old daughter on Thanksgiving 2013.

e Testifying under oath that she has “severe environmental
allergies” such as those contained in carpet, and that all the
carpeting was removed from the residences of the parties
first in Marysville® and later at the farm in Arlington'®

because of this. However the extremely detailed testimony

of Mr. Norris, who actually performed the remodeling work,

testified that the removal of existing carpet from the
Marysville house included the hallways, the living room, and
replacement with new carpet in the boys’ rooms. He further
testified that the existing carpet in the marital master
bedroom remained for the full five (5) years that the parties
resided at the Marysville house as did the existing carpet in
the marital master bedroom at the Arlington farm."’

e Testifying under oath that she didn’t have time for a job
outside of the home because the home schooling she was
doing with the children was a full time job. "2
However, her adult son, Jonathan Norris, when questioned

about the home schooling did not support this contention.'

2. Statutory Law and Case Law
The reliance by Ms. Norris on the case law of In re
Marriage of Olivares,’ Rogstad v. Rogstad,” and In re

Marriage of Hall,'

is misplaced as none of these cases involved
an award of maintenance. lronically, the cited case of In re
Marriage of Luckey,"” by Ms. Norris is factually similar to the
instant case, but reached a much different result on the other end

of the maintenance spectrum.
