Case Name:  State v. Luis Guadalupe Rodriguez Perez and William Escobar Martinez

County:  Yakima

Case Summary:  Luis Guadalupe Rodriguez Perez and William Escobar Martinez attended a musical event in Yakima and joined a group of 40 or 50 people who began to fight outside.  One man was killed and another was injured when someone opened fire during the fight.  Eyewitness evidence and objects found near the scene implicated Mr. Perez and Mr. Martinez as the shooters.  After a consolidated trial, both were found guilty of second degree murder and acquitted of first degree assault.  In this consolidated appeal, they challenge the prosecutor’s closing remarks, the reasonable doubt instruction, and decisions of the trial court.

Case Name:  State v. Charles W. Kuneki

County:  Klickitat

Case Summary:  Charles Kuneki occupied a cell with Richard Maine at the Klickitat County Jail.  One morning in August 2014, a corrections officer noticed that Mr. Maine looked upset.  The officer took him to a private area, where he began sobbing and eventually stated that Mr. Kuneki had raped him two separate times over the past two days.  Medical tests later revealed that Mr. Kuneki’s sperm was found in Mr. Maine’s body.  The State charged Mr. Kuneki with two counts of first degree rape and two counts of felony harassment.  Mr. Kuneki’s defense was that any sexual relations between the men were consensual.  The jury acquitted Mr. Kuneki of one rape charge and its related harassment charge, but convicted him of the remaining rape and harassment charges.  He appeals.

Case Name:  In re the Termination of D.S.P.A.

County:  Walla Walla

Case Summary:  The State of Washington terminated S.A.’s parental rights to her toddler daughter, D.A., based on domestic violence, unstable living conditions, criminal activity, exposure of D.A. to unsafe people, mental health problems, drug abuse, and S.A.’s identified deficiencies as a mother.  S.A. appeals.
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
