This report is for the use of the Superior Court Judges’ Association in evaluating legislation.  Please do not disseminate the report to persons outside the Association.
SHB 2550 – Criminal street gang activity
Recommendation:  No position.
The majority of this bill deals with civil nuisance and injunctive issues.  The criminal aspects are fairly minor and constitute misdemeanors that would not likely be in superior court:
An intentional violation of a restraining order, preliminary injunction, permanent injunction, or order of abatement in an action brought by a public agency under this chapter is a misdemeanor and shall be punishable as such.  If the violation also constitutes a criminal offense under another provision of the law, the violation may be prosecuted pursuant to this section or the other provision of law, or both.
