Mr. Blakely's social and psychiatric history has been documented in our lerter to the court dated 
April 30, l999. We have received no infor:mation at this time that would modify om previous 
statements. 

Course of Hospitalization 

Mr. Blakely returned co the ward on November 5, l999, At first he did not speak to anyone and 
looked no one in tile eye, However, on November 6, 1999 he spoke on the phone w a friend

Throughout his stay ou the ward, Mr. Blakely frequently complained about somatic problems. 
According to medical staff (December 22, 1999), Mr. Blakely is struggling to find something 
wrong with himself physically. "Apparently he doesn' t want to be well." It should be noted, 
however, that some of the somatic complaints were legitimate and resolved with treatment while 
other complaints continued despite every cffon LO treat them. 

Afier Mr. Bli,kely's elective mut ism resolved, he began to attend all scheduled groups and one­
lO-one sessions with tllc competency therapist. During these sessions Mr. l:llakcly slated that he 
did not have a mental il11tess but that all his life he was rather "slow." In addition lhe issues of 
his psychosomatic complaints were addressed. Accord ing to the competency tlterapist , Mr.

This score falls in 
lhe High Average range of mental ability. His GAMA IQ score is rnoked at the 81" 
percentile, which means U1al his performance was equal to or greater than that of 81 % of 
individuals his age. 

Mr. Ulakely's performance on the Wl',-!T was within normal linties, which mca!ls chat he 
exhibited no memory problems (recall or recognition) as measured by this assessment.
