Description: 
As a result of the 2009 Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) Transformation and the Judicial Information System Committee 
(JISC) approved AOC architecture; the AOC has selected a strategy to acquire Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) products to 
support future court needs, when feasible, instead of developing applications in-house. 
 
The Superior Court Case Management System (SC-CMS) Project is expected to be among the first COTS applications to be 
implemented and supported by AOC Information Services Division (ISD).  As the first COTS application, the SC-CMS 
implementation will also validate many of the AOC preparation assumptions for supporting future COTS produce 
implementation. 
 
The overall COTS-Preparation (COTS-P) Program implementation is organized into two (2) distinct programs, the “Infrastructure 
Program”, and the “Application Program”. 
 
The COTS-P Application Program is composed of the following six sub-projects: 


P1 – JIS Link Impacts. 
P2 – Data Warehouse Impacts. 
P3 – Existing Systems Impacts.

Description:  The Data & Development Section is comprised of three separate units: 


Data Warehouse: The enterprise data warehouse is a repository of historical information that allows courts to query data for 
managerial and historical reporting.  Case and person data is consolidated from SCOMIS, JIS, ACORDS, and JCS for reporting 
across all court levels.  Court specific data marts provide users the ability to query information by specific court level. The 
information in the warehouse is accessed using a query tool called Business Objects XI (AKA BOXI). The ability to run queries 
and reports on historical information on court data provides business intelligence and insight into patterns, trends, issues and 
gaps in that data that can be used for research analysis, improvement of business functions, risk assessment and other 
business needs. Reports from the enterprise data warehouse can be run on demand or scheduled on a preset basis and the 
output can be sent to the desktop, or sent to an email address or a file folder making the information easy to share and obtain. 
Data Exchange/Development: The development team is tasked with staffing active projects.  They complete requirements 
analysis, design specifications, service development, unit testing, and implementation to production of new application 
components.  Work performed by the Development Unit is reported separately under the project(s) to which the staff is currently 
assigned. 
Data Quality and Governance:  Data maintained by business applications is viewed as an enterprise asset. In addition to 
supporting business operations, data is used to support strategic decisions and business process improvements. Data 
Governance will ensure data is complete, accurate, and timely so the Courts can improve decision making through the Data 
Quality Program. Data quality management exercises the defined governance processes, policies, and standards required 
throughout the data life cycle which will result in increased accuracy, consistency, and confidence in the enterprise data within 
the Washington State Courts System.

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Part 1: Executive Summary and Assessment Dashboard 


Executive Summary 


This report provides the October 2013 quality assurance (QA) assessment by Bluecrane, Inc. 
(“bluecrane”) for the State of Washington Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) Superior 
Court – Case Management System (SC-CMS) Project. 


Our report is organized by assessments in the project areas of: 


• Project Management and Sponsorship 
• People  
• Application 
• Data 
• Infrastructure 


This month, we have identified critical risks in one new area (related to the Internetworking Hub 
[INH] and COTS-Prep Application projects) and reiterate risks noted in three areas in prior 
reports. As we’ve noted before, the risks in these areas are noteworthy of immediate attention 
and have the potential to impact the SC-CMS Project in terms of cost, scope, and/or timeline. 
The three areas with critical risks are summarized in the bulleted items below. 


• As noted in prior reports, there is a budget risk regarding the level of AOC funding 
support for local preparation and implementation costs. If a decision is made to fund the 
local costs at a level that exceeds the $1.9M currently allocated to local implementation, 
additional funding will have to be acquired from elsewhere such as reduction of SC-CMS 
scope, additional appropriation from the legislature, or reduction of funding for other 
AOC projects.  


• Last month, we noted an application architecture risk with the design of document 
management. This month at the October 25 JISC meeting, we reiterated our view of this 
risk and the uncertainties that it perpetuates in terms of costs, scope, and timeline for the 
SC-CMS Project. A few days later, a letter from the Washington State Association of 
County Clerks (WSACC) dated October 28, 2013 stated that “Clerks collectively decided 
to continue storing records locally in order to preserve local custody and control of the 
records.” In discussing the WSACC letter at an SC-CMS Project Steering Committee 
meeting on October 29, county clerk members of the Steering Committee stated that 
each county clerk remains free to exercise his or her independent judgment about 
whether to use the integrated Tyler document management solution that the state is 
offering through the SC-CMS Project. 


While unanswered questions (and therefore, a lingering degree of uncertainty) remain, 
we view the progress on mitigating this risk as positive. It is good that the SC-CMS 
project team is now free to work with each county to address their individual document 
management needs and help ensure that the benefits of using the document 
management system offered by the state through Odyssey are weighed against the 
additional costs and other impacts of needing to accommodate multiple local solutions.  
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It is our understanding that Tyler is currently working on providing the AOC CIO with a 
document that details Tyler’s ability to create an interface with each of the known third-
party document management systems currently in use throughout the state (Liberty, 
Laserfiche, On-Base, Highview, and AX) and the impacts to the SC-CMS Project of 
accommodating all of these solutions with the multiple interfaces that will be required. 


Just prior to publication of this October report in mid-November, a meeting was held at 
Seatac with representatives from the judges, clerks, and administrative associations 
present. While no conclusive decisions were reached, opinions were shared on this 
topic. We’ll be factoring the results of that meeting and progress subsequent to the 
meeting in our November month-end report. 


• We also noted last month that AOC does not have a policy regarding the support of 
county ancillary systems that duplicate the functionality of AOC systems that are in the 
process of being implemented. This risk was discussed at the Judicial Information 
Systems Committee (JISC) meeting on October 25. Counties purchase of products that 
provide the same functionality as Odyssey components duplicate functionality and costs 
and needs to be addressed by AOC, and potentially, the JISC. As with the previous risk 
discussed above, having a policy and approach in place sooner (now) rather than later 
reduces the uncertainty of an approach that essentially says “we’ll worry about this when 
it becomes an issue.”

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Part 2: Review of bluecrane Approach 


We began our Quality Assurance engagement for the AOC SC-CMS Project by developing an 
understanding of the project at a macro level.

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Rating risks at the macro-level using the assessed status and urgency scales described above 
provides a method for creating a snapshot that project personnel and executive management 
can review quickly, getting an immediate sense of project risks. The macro-level ratings are 
further refined by describing in detail what the risk/issue is and what remedial actions are being 
taken/should be taken to address the risk/issue. The result is a framework for AOC SC-CMS 
management to evaluate project risks – in terms of business objectives and traditional project 
management tasks.

Failure to mitigate this risk 
now with a defined policy and approach fosters a continuing high degree of uncertainty. 


Recommendation: AOC and/or the JISC should adopt a policy regarding the implementation of ancillary systems by counties that provide 
duplicative functionality of systems being implemented by AOC. Existing policies should be reviewed to see if modification of a current policy would 
provide the necessary guidance for counties. If an existing policy cannot be modified, then a new policy should be adopted to outline the AOC 
support guidelines for county systems.

Observation: For over a year, the Internetworking Hub (INH) and COTS-Prep Application projects have been defining and preparing AOC 
interfaces using the SC-CMS information available that was available prior to and in the SC-CMS request for proposal (RFP). Now that the Odyssey 
implementation is underway, further definition of the interfaces will be started. The interface work will begin with a series of integration sessions in 
November to identify and document the details of the work necessary to integrate Odyssey with the state systems at AOC and local systems in 
each of the counties. A collection of translation messages will be constructed to bridge the AOC INH to Odyssey. 


A discussion on the assignment of the work to build the SC-CMS translation component began in October. Four alternatives are being considered: 
1. AOC resources will build the translation. 
2. AOC will hire a vendor to build the translation. 
3. Tyler resources will build the translation. 
4. A combination of AOC and Tyler resources will build the translation. 


 
There are both short-term and long-term considerations to making the resource allocation decision. Short-term considerations include the impact to 
schedule, funding, and quality. Use of vendor resources with no knowledge of INH or Odyssey interfaces may impact the SC-CMS schedule and 
may result in lower quality of the translation component. AOC resources or vendor funding applied to the translation development will reduce 
resources available for other areas of the SC-CMS project and to other AOC projects. Similarly, development hours originally assigned to translation 
development can be redirected to other areas if AOC or contracted vendor resources are available to do the work. Use of AOC resources to 
maintain the interfaces may result in lower long-term costs. 


Status: The alternatives for resolving this issue were documented with an analysis of advantages and disadvantages, impacts, and costs from both 
a short-term and long-term perspective. These alternatives were processed through the SC-CMS governance process and decisions were 
documented. In summary, the decisions were 1) that the translations between the National Information Exchange Model (NIEM) and SC-CMS will 
be the responsibility of Tyler and 2) that the design, development and implementation of Odyssey-side client interfaces with INH will be the 
responsibility of Tyler.

Observation: The Data Quality Coordinator will coordinate preparation of data in AOC and local court applications. One of the activities is the 
development of a data profiling report which will identify anomalies in data stored in JIS. 


The project has hired a System Support Technician who will help prepare and extract SCOMIS data for each superior court and county clerk office 
in the format that Tyler can import into Odyssey. 
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
